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SHEA BUTTER PRODUCTION IN GHANA

Shea butter is aft extracted from the nuts of a shea tree. It’s solid at warm room
temperature and has an off-white or ivory color. Shea trees are mainly from West
Africa and most shea butter still comes from that region.

Shea butter has been used as a cosmetic ingredient for centuries. Its high
concentration of vitamins and fatty acids- combined with its easy-to-spread
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consistency to make it a great product or smoothing, soothing and conditioning your
skin. Shea butter doesn’t contain chemical irritants known to dry out skin and it
doesn’t clog pores. Shea butter also has significant levels of vitamin A and E which
means it promotes strong antioxidants activity.

Shea butter production is the main livelihood for more than 900,000 rural
women in Ghana, yet they tend to benefit least from the final value of the commodity.
While women in the Upper West region of Ghana are by tradition excluded from land
access, they have been allowed ownership of shea nuts, which they can freely pick in
the wild, and the butter produced from it — potentially a large source of income given
that more than 60% of available shea nuts in the Northern region of Ghana are left in
the bush uncollected.

Through the project, the quality and revenue generation of the shea butter
production by poor and marginalized women shea nut collectors and processors will
be improved. This will be achieved through training in improved butter production
processes and the establishment of an aggregation and market point for small scale
shea butter producers within the NGS catchment area. This will allow small scale shea
butter producers to gain reliable and constant access to the higher end of the shea
market.

From May to August, harvest of shea fruits occurs. After collecting fruits, the
fruit skin is removed and nuts have to be well dried before they are taken to the
manufacturing process. One shea tree can produce around 40 kilos of fresh fruits,
depends on a tree size and weather conditions. The process of shea butter production
is very long and difficult. Ghanaian women are using traditional methods and almost
the whole shea butter production process is made solely with hands, just like centuries
ago. Women usually work together and help each other, which makes the work easier,
more interesting and relaxed. Women in Ghana gather under a big tree outside
compounds, where they can be protected from the merciless sun and work from the
early morning to the late afternoon. When shea nuts are dry, shells have to be
removed.

The only way of removing shells is to crack them with stones or other hard
materials. Shea nuts are then washed again and dried under the sun. Afterwards, nuts
are broken into small pieces. In past, women used to grind nuts with their hands, using
mortar and pestle.

Nowadays, they mostly take them to the grinding machine which really
facilitates and speed up the process.

Once nuts or flesh are crushed, they are roasted on fire. That is why final
product has a pleasant roasting scent. Roasted fragments are then taken to the grinding
machine again, where with a special process, thick paste is obtained. After this
process phase, the most difficult part follows.

Women put paste in big basins, sit in shadow and churn the paste with one
hand. Water is added gradually, most often by small children who are supposed to
help their mothers.

Women churn the heavy paste for at least an hour, until butter oil separates
from water. Afterwards, butter oil is carefully removed and put into a bowl of boiling
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water under low fire. When butter oil melts under the high temperature, women scoop
off oil that floats to the top of the bowl.

Liquid is then strain in order to remove all the unwanted impurities and put into
big basins. These basins have to be saved in a cool and dark place for minimum half a
day, so that oil becomes thick and ready to use and sell.

In Ghana, women make yellow and ivory coloured shea butter. The only
difference is in colour. Although the yellow coloured shea butter is very bright which
makes it unnatural on the first sight, it does not mean it is not natural. Contrary, to
make yellow shea butter type, women add roots of the African borotutu tree that adds
colour to the butter into deep yellow, as curcuma.

In Northern Ghana the processing of shea butter is reserved for women. It gives
them the opportunity to generate an income, or more likely, it presents women’s only
income source and that is why shea butter is often referred as women’s gold.

Traders do not usually specialize in a particular product: they sell raw nuts,
shea butter or products such as cosmetics and soap, passing from product to product
according to availability and demand. Traders are mostly men because the job can
require travel and women are required to stay close to the family and home. They are
located all over the country. Traders normally sell their products internationally: this
constitutes another barrier for many women who generally lack the confidence,
knowledge and ability to work with international buyers. This group accounted for 1.6
percent of the sample. There is a gender trend in the location of men and women in
the value chain: for example 50 percent of the men in the sample occupied all parts of
the value chain, and the other 50 percent were traders of butter, nuts or derivative
products. Although men accounted for only 2.6 percent of the sample, they were
located in the most profitable areas of the value chain.

In June 1998 the National Framework for Consultation (CNC) for the shea
sector was created with the objective to seek durable ways to: * improve the quality of
nuts; * promote shea products; ¢ secure markets for products and sell at the best price;
* obtain information about regional, national and international markets; * enhance the
capacity of sector stakeholders to defend their interests; and ¢ improve the
organization of the sector to enhance control of activities.

Access to information provides knowledge and power for the individual. With
regard to women’s empowerment, their ability to access information is a major
indicator of empowerment. For example, 59.7 percent of women learned about female
genital mutilation through the radio, 17.7 percent through conversations with other
women, 9.7 percent through intervention programmes, 5.9 percent through television
and 2.7 percent from local activists. Of the women surveyed, 4.3 percent had been
victims of this practice, a very low figure compared with the national average of 71.9
percent.1 Obtaining independence enables women to acquire various capabilities: this
is reflected in the change observed when women start work in the shea sector. Table 5
shows that having started work in the shea sector 19.7 percent of women stated that
their financial independence had improved, 38.2 percent stated that membership of a
shea group had opened their minds, and 24.3 percent said that their relationships with
the community and other women had improved. Overall, 15.1 percent of women
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believed that their livelihoods had improved since starting work in the shea sector; in
particular, 38.2 percent stated that they had more open minds for learning and 24.3
percent said they had improved their relationships with other women.

Shea butter is therefore an essential oil which is very important for human and
for cosmetic purposes It also generates a major income for the women in Ghana.
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THE TOXIC EFFECTS OF ELECTRONIC WASTE IN GHANA

Heavy, acidic gusts of smoke billow across the Agbogbloshie dump, a
wasteland dotted with burning mounds of trash in Ghana’s capital, Accra. Up to
10,000 workers wade through tons of discarded goods as part of an enormous,
informal recycling process, in what has become one of the world’s largest destinations
for used electronic goods.

Burns, back problems, and infected wounds are common ailments among these
workers, as well as respiratory problems, chronic nausea, and debilitating headaches —
brought on by the hazardous working environment and toxic air pollution.

The Agbogbloshie dump is a result of the world’s increasing demand for
electronic equipment as consumers continually upgrade their devices and throw out
the older ones. A significant proportion of this electronic waste is sent, often illegally,
from the West to developing countries across Africa and Asia.

Around 50 million tons of electronic waste, or e-waste, is being thrown away
each year, according to a report published this year by the United Nations. That figure
is projected to double by 2050. At the same time, only 20 percent of e-waste is
thought to be recycled appropriately. The rest “ends up in landfill, or is disposed of by
informal workers in poor conditions,” the UN found.

The e-waste problem could expand into a global health crisis, largely affecting
urban areas, if not addressed. “E-waste is a growing global challenge that poses a
serious threat to the environment and human health worldwide,” said Stephan Sicars,
an environmental director at the UN Industrial Development Organization.

In Ghana, the waste arrives via the Port of Tema, 20 miles to the east of the
Agbogbloshie dump. Hundreds of thousands of tons of used electronics—mainly from
Western Europe and the United States are delivered in huge containers. They are often
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labeled as secondhand consumer products, health experts said, so they are not strictly
considered waste. But their impact is noxious all the same.

These health risks are entering the food chain. The Agbogbloshie area is home
to one of the largest food markets in Accra, and haggard livestock roam freely and
graze on the dumpsite. A recent report by environmental groups Ipen and the Basel
Action Network found Agbogbloshie contained some of the most hazardous
chemicals on earth.

One egg hatched by a free-range chicken in Agbogbloshie exceeded European
Food Safety Authority limits on chlorinated dioxins, which can cause cancer and
damage the immune system, 220 times over.

In total, about 80,000 men, women, and children subsist from the Agbogbloshie
dump, living either on-site or in the adjacent slum. They are among the poorest of
Accra’s 1.7 million inhabitants, many of whom come from the northern regions of
Ghana and neighboring countries such as Niger, Mali, and the Ivory Coast.

Abdrahaman Daouda, 34, came to Agbogbloshie from Niger two years ago.
“Unemployment was so bad, my father was embarrassed for me,” he said. “So I left
my country.”

Some days, Daouda earns up to 40 Ghanaian cedis ($7.50) collecting used
water sachets or scrap metal, but on others he earns nothing at all. When it rains, he
says, it becomes more difficult to breathe, so he takes shelter in a shack that he shares
with six fellow migrants from Niger. He hopes to save enough money to buy his own
taxi one day.
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CULTURE DIVERSITY OF GUINEA

Guinea of (Conakry) is an African country from Western Africa, French
colony, a small poor nation of Africa with rich resources, Guinea comprises of many
ethnic groups with different culture and different religion, Guinea is known to be a
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peaceful country despite her multi ethnics. Political record of Guinea is mixed, this
book will tell you more about Guinea and faith of tourism in Guinea Conakry.

Despite Touré’s attempts to minimize ethnic divisions, poverty, a feeble
economy, a weak infrastructure, and limited educational and medical resources have
exacerbated ethnic tensions. President Conté’s has been accused of favoring his own
ethnic group, the Susu. Ethnic and national tensions have coalesced around the issue
of refugees. Conté initially welcomed the victims of the Sierra Leonean and Liberian
wars in the early and middle 1990s. However, when the country’s border towns were
attacked in 2000, Conté made a radio address in which he accused the refugee
population of harboring rebels and ordered the refugees to leave the country. In the
days after that speech, Sierra Leoneans and Liberians were attacked and robbed, and
many tried to leave the country.

Polygamy is generally prohibited by law in Guinea, but there are exceptions.
eports that 53.4% of Guinean women aged 15-49 are in polygamous marriages.

Like other West African countries, Guinea has a rich musical tradition. The
group became popular in the 1960s after Guinean independence.

Guinean cuisine varies by region with rice as the most common staple. Cassava
is also widely consumed Part of West African cuisine, the foods of Guinea
include jollof rice, maafe, and tapalapa bread. In rural areas, food is eaten from a large
serving dish and eaten by hand outside of homes.

The Republic of Guineais a multilingual country, with over 40 languages
spoken. The official language is French, which was inherited from colonial rule.

Fula (34.6%) is mostly spoken in middle guinea, where the major city is labe .
It dominates in Labé and mamou , regions where it is spoken by 94.5% and 92.4% of
the populations respectively.

Malinké (24.9%) is mostly spoken in upper guinea , where kankan is the major
city. It dominates the kankan region where it is spoken by 87.1% of the
population. The Kankan variety of the language was used by soloman kanté for the
development of n’nok, a standardized unified written Manding language, which is
increasingly used in literacy education and publishing books and newspapers in
Guinea and neighboring countries.

Susu (17.7%) is mostly spoken in guinea maritime, where the capital is
conakry . It dominates the kindia region where it is spoken by 54.9% of the
population and the plurality (37%) of conakry also speaks

Koniaka (4.5%), Kissi (4.1%) and Kpelle (4%) are spoken in guinea forestiere.
More specifically, Kpelle is spoken in N’ Nzérékoré and Yomou. Kissi is spoken in
gueckedoukou and Kissidougou . kono is a language used in the south of Guinea,
mostly in lola.

While Western education and employment in the formal sector have limited the
strength of traditional social orderings, the legacies of caste groupings and domestic
slavery continue to shape social relations. In Middle and Upper Guinea, professional
artisans such as blacksmiths, leatherworkers, and bards form a social caste.
Precolonial social categories are also evident in areas where the descendents of slaves
live in the farming villages that were inhabitée by their bonded ancestors. In most of
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the country, marriage between noble women and men of lower status is frowned
upon. These traditional rankings have weakened as education, employment, and
monetary wealth have created new social hierarchies.

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RACISM ISSUES

Racism refers to prejudice or discrimination by an individual, community or
institution against a person or people on the basis of their membership of a particular
racial group or ethical group. Racism takes many forms and can happen in many
places.

Racism could be so bad that, bad judgments are made by the police and law
enforcement officers just by looking at your skin color. Police treats people of color
differently from whites in all situations simply because blacks or people of color are
tagged as anything negative. Police violence is the leading cause of death of men in
the United States and most of these men are blacks. Black people are three times more
likely to be killed by the police than white people. People of color have to quickly
show their hands to avoid being suspected to have arms or sharp objects as many
innocent people have been killed by the police just from the assumption of
they(blacks) being armed or having sharp objects. The Black Lives Matter movement
which was started in 2013 is one strong body that protests against incidents of police
brutality and racially motivated violence against black people. This movement has
created more awareness and has done a great deal to educate against racism and
brutality against people of color.

Institutions also play an important role in perpetuating racism. Schools, media,
court systems and organizations also either stand for racism or against it and whatever
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it may be, they make it so obvious no matter how they try to hide it. A black person
may suffer not having the same benefits as a white person if he (black) finds himself
schooling abroad. Blacks or international students pay more fees than the resident
students and yet in many cases, the resident students receive more attention and are
treated superior to the non resident students.

The most popular form of racism is that of blacks being unfairly treated by
whites and Asians being unfairly treated by whites. The superior feeling that whites
have over blacks and Asians is that which goes back into history. As sensitive and
personal as this topic may be, it needs much enlightening and neutral judgements.

A black person walks into the elevator and the white person in it holds on to
their handbag so tightly. A black person tries to rent an apartment and the owner says
I can’t rent my house out to a black person. A black person walks into a shop in which
other customers (whites) are freely window shopping but immediately the skin color
is seen as black, the shop attendant keeps following your every single move. All these
scenarios are direct forms of racism and scars the victim. Regular scars from such
situations lead to the victim creating emotional barriers which will prevent them from
being hurt or affected by any more racist behaviors.

Frequent reactions towards racist remarks, frequent burst outs towards racists,
frequent creation of barriers to avoid emotional breakdowns leads to victims being
highly defensive. The defensiveness expressed by victims of racism is so high that
they are first to attack before being attacked. This satisfies the saying that “you win
more flies with honey but if you get yourself a bee, sting first.”

Every action has a reaction. The personality of a person is who they are but
their attitude is what you caused them to be. With this being said then we can blame
the racist for the victim being so scared and defensive that they would rather attack
first than being attacked.

Probably the victim read too much meanings into a harmless remark by a
suspected racist. Probably the victim in their defensive demeanor, posed a threat to
the suspected racist and that lead to an attack which was later classified as racist.
Probably the suspected racist was just admiring a visible feature on the victim and that
might not have gone down too well with the victim (whites have the strong urge to
touch a black person’s hair or feel their skin). Victimization has caused strong
defensive attitudes that have lead to a dormant part of the victim being racist too
without realizing it. This shows in how blacks are quick to accuse any white of their
actions towards them being racist.

Every non racist move by a potential victim has a potential provision of attack
in case there is a racist feedback to them. This only leaves the issue of racism
unattended to and unresolved because sensitization is only done with one party when
in actuality, the victims also need to be taught how to not fight first. The victims need
to be taught how to not return the hate given to them with intense hate as that only
aggravates the issue.

Sometimes we need to check ourselves as victims as we may be expressing our
pains the wrong way. We need to accept that not everyone will discriminate against us
as not all of them have racist minds. We need to show love even to those who think
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we are inferior and do not deserve to be heard or treated fairly. We need to teach
ourselves that we do not need to reciprocate the hate they give us because that would
only affect us all. We need to know that we can express our displeasure without the
same violence they throw at us. We need to stop for a second before we act and ask
ourselves, “AM I A RACIST TOO?
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NIGERIAN AGRICULTURE

Nigeria relies on imports to meet its food and agricultural product needs
(mostly wheat, rice, poultry, fish, food services, consumer-oriented foods, etc.) worth
about $10 billion annually. Europe, Asia, the United States, South America and South
Africa are major sources for agricultural imports. The GON has initiated agricultural
programs such as the Anchor Borrowers Program (ABP) to diversify its economy
away from oil. The GON also launched the “Green Imperative” agricultural plan in
January 2020 to accelerate mechanization in the agricultural sector. In August 2019,
the government restricted food imports by closing its land borders with neighboring
countries. The border closure significantly reduced illegal cross-border trade of
agricultural items. Nigeria’s agricultural sector has been hurt by several shocks:
sporadic flooding, Boko Haram (BH) insurgencies, and conflicts between herdsmen
and local farmers. Food processing continues to suffer from a lack of financing and
infrastructure.

In 2019 U.S. food and agricultural exports to Nigeria reached $595.5 million
(up 93% compared to 2018). Wheat accounts for 79% of Nigeria’s total imports of
U.S.-origin food and agricultural products. Nigeria also imports U.S.-origin soybeans,
intermediate food products (especially vegetable oils and animal fats), consumer-
oriented food products (mostly condiments and sauces, processed vegetables, wine,
prepared food, dairy products, non-beverage ethanol), and fish products. Corn exports
are currently growing (as at August 2020).

U.S. imports of Nigerian food and agricultural products reached $50 million in
2019 (down 2% compared to 2018). Major U.S. imports of Nigeria-origin food and
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agricultural products include cocoa beans, tea and herbal products, feeds and fodders,
cashew/tree nuts, spices, as well as seafood products. Nigeria, an AGOA beneficiary,
has been unable to take full advantage of the trade preference benefits: the weakness
of the country’s sanitary and phytosanitary (SPS)/food safety system means that food
exports have difficulty meeting international standards.

Local wheat production meets an insignificant portion of Nigeria’s wheat
consumption demand. Overall demand is augmented by imports, which are estimated
at $1.8 billion in 2019 and projected to be $2.1 billion in 2020. With the country’s
wheat milling capacity at more than 8.0 million metric tons (MMT), Nigeria is the
fourth largest U.S. wheat importer in the world. Bread, semolina, pasta and other
wheat, flour-based products are staples in Nigeria and the demand for these products
continues to increase. Currently, the shares of wheat flour for bread, semolina, pasta
and others, remains at 60%, 20%, 10% and 10%, respectively.

Although consumers’ income is low, wheat products (e.g., bread and pasta)
remain readily available at affordable prices in more populated urban areas. U.S.-
origin wheat’s market share in Nigeria was over 90% in 2012 but has declined to less
than 40% in 2020 due to steep competition from wheat exports from the Black Sea
region (primarily Russia). However, demand for U.S.-origin wheat is rebounding due
to Russian wheat’s higher prices in 2019.

Nigeria is Africa’s largest producer of rice, and is among the top 15 producers
globally. The Nigerian government had announced that the country would be self-
sufficient in rice production by 2018. However, the high cost of rough, paddy rice, as
well as high operational costs continue to hamper large-scale/integrated rice mills
from producing at competitive prices; imports continue to meet half of the country’s
rice demand. Parboiled rice (also known as converted rice and easy-cook rice)
account for the bulk of imports. Thailand- and India-origin rice (long-grain varieties)
dominate imports. Nigeria remains one of the world’s largest markets for parboiled
rice — consuming on average $4.7 billion worth of parboiled rice per year. The
Nigerian government’s Anchor Borrowers Program, initiated over the last three years,
has contributed to increased domestic production, But, paddy production as well as
milling costs remain high. Nigeria shut its land borders with neighboring countries in
August 2019, which reduced the volume of imported rice entering through informal,
cross-border channels.

Thailand-origin rice accounts for 65% of all rice imports followed by India
(20%) and 15% from other origins (mainly Brazil and China). Imported rice enters the
market informally through Nigeria’s porous borders. Usually, shipments are destined
for seaports located in neighboring countries and transported to Nigerian markets
through land border routes.

The size of Nigeria’s dairy market in 2019 was $1.6 billion, with over 87% of
demand met through imports. The country’s dairy market is potentially as large as
$6.5 billion.

Local dairy processors rely on combining and reconstituting milk powder
imported mostly from the European Union. The reconstituted milk is mostly packaged
and sold as powdered, evaporated and condensed milk; packaged in metal cans and

sachets of different weights. Ice cream, chocolate milk, yogurt, and local, long-life
(shelf-stable) milk production is from reconstituted imported milk powder. Infant
formula, cheese, butter, as well as some ice cream, are mostly imported. Demand for
these products continues to grow, with the consumption of flavored milk drinks
(mostly consumed by school age children) increasingly in demand.

Beginning February 2020, the Central Bank of Nigeria (CBN) launched a
program to conserve foreign exchange and encourage local production of milk and
dairy products. The program introduced foreign exchange restrictions on the
importation of milk and milk derivatives into the country. Following this policy, the
CBN exempted and approved six Nigerian companies (i.e., to import milk and dairy
products) that had keyed into Nigeria’s backward integration program as the solution
to increase dairy productivity. These companies are: FrieslandCampina WAMCO
Nigeria; Chi Limited; TG Arla Dairy Products Limited; Promasidor Nigeria Limited;
Nestle Nigeria Plc and Integrated Dairies Limited.

Frozen seafood is Nigerians’ most affordable source of animal protein and
consumption is increasing. The country is a potential market for approximately 2.5
MMT of fish valued at $3 billion. Atlantic mackerel, horse mackerel, herring, and
croakers are the main species consumed. Domestic catches and aquaculture
production (i.e., mainly catfish and tilapia) however, remain underdeveloped due to
high input costs. Catfish and tilapia, which are produced in Nigeria, are banned for
export to the country. On March 1, 2018, USDA’s Food Safety and Inspection Service
suspended the export of Siluriformes and fish products from Nigeria. Nigeria’s
Federal Fisheries Department failed to fully address information requested in the self-
reporting tool (SRT) prior to the due date. Consequently, Nigerian catfish farmers and
processors lost the huge market opportunity for mostly smoked, packaged catfish they
export to the United States.

Nigeria’s potential market for alcoholic beverages is valued at $6 billion. The
still wines (red and white) category lead the market — accounting for a market share of
more than 80%. Red wine alone accounts for over 73% of the total volume sold.
Local wine processing is still underdeveloped. Middle-class consumers are increasing
their consumption of wine, perceiving it as a healthier option than other alcoholic
beverages. Effective June 4, 2018, the 20% tax on wine was replaced by a tax of per
centiliter over a three-year period to 2020. The government indicated it wants to raise
revenues and reduce health hazards associated with alcohol abuse.
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TOURISM IN IVORY COAST

Ivory Coast’s tourism industry has developed significantly since the early
1970s. The country had 11,374 beds in 7,786 hotel rooms and a 70% occupancy rate
in 1997. In 1998, there were 301,039 arriving tourists, including more than 73,000
from (Germany), France and United Kingdom. Beaches, tourist villages, and photo
safaris through wildlife preserves are some of the main attractions.

Passports are needed for travel into Ivory Coast. Visas are not required for stays
of less than 91 days, [citation needed] though a vaccination certificate for yellow
fever is required from all foreign visitors. In 2002, the US Department of State
estimated the average cost of staying in Abidjan at $160 per day, compared to
Yamoussoukro at $98.

Cultural tourism

In relation to its geographical location, traditional architecture, culinary,
festivals, folklores, craftsmanship, habits and customs, social organization modelled
on ancestral values and its unique traditions, Cote d’Ivoire has always been a
crossroads for many peoples and ethnic groups of West Africa. With more than 60
ethnic groups and a multitude of communities, the Ivorian people made up a veritable
cultural mosaic. The Ivorian culture is extremely rich and diversified, with a warm,
hospitable and smiling people.

Seaside resort tourism

If you are a lover of beaches bordered with coconut trees, aroused by the blue
ocean, Cote d’Ivoire offers you several beautiful seaside destinations with a maritime
coast, covering more than 515 km opening onto the Atlantic Ocean. With more than
300,000 hectares of lagoon water, many marinas (beachfront hotels), wonderful
beaches of golden sand, sun, palm trees, sunbathing tanners, beach walks, diving,
surfing, and swimming in the waters of the Atlantic Ocean.

Historical tourism

Cote d’Ivoire regroups a rich heritage of remarkable natural and historical sites.
Colonial buildings, monuments and museums will delight lovers of history and
architecture. Some of these ancient remains are UNESCO World Heritage Sites. You
will discover the house of Samory Toure, the monument of René Caille in Tiemé, the
hut of Binger, the first hut of Bondoukou, the 17th century mosque of Sorobango, the
governor’s palace in Sassandra and many other historical sites.

Sports tourism

Cote d’Ivoire has several must-see trails for hikers. Traveling on foot is an
original, authentic and environmentally friendly way to enjoy a holiday in nature.

In dry season, the vast plains of dry land extend as far as the eye
can see, differentiating this national park from others in the country. In wet season, the
plains transform into gorgeous wetlands, attracting birds and lechwe to the shallows.
Keep your eyes peeled for an unusual animal at the Blue Lagoon National Park.
Massive river pythons are drawn here by lechwe and birds, which are lucrative prey.

8. A SHOT OF ADRENALINE WITH THE GORGE SWING

The Gorge Swing, the world’s first commercial high wire, is above the Zambezi
River leading to Victoria Falls. A cable stretches 135 metres across the gorge and is 75
metres above the river’s Grade Seven rapids. Brave participants run off the cliff
wearing a harness that attaches them to the cable. Once off the cliff, there’s a 50-metre
free fall before the cable gains tension and the participant begins to swing out over the
gorge in a pendulum motion. Eventually they’re lowered down and are left facing the
steep hike back up the cliff. If the Gorge Swing doesn’t tempt you, the alternative is a
flying fox that takes you out over the gorge before being pulled back in.

9. EXPERIENCE THE RHINO WALK

Walking in the Mosi-oa-Tunya National Park is a rare opportunity for people to
get a glimpse of a white rhino at ground level in the wild. The white rhino population
is close to being extinct thanks to poachers, so having a chance to share time with
them is very special and a brilliant photo opportunity, but something few people get to
do.

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FOREIGN DIRECT INVESTMENT AND SUSTAINABLE
HUMAN DEVELOPMENT IN AFRICA

International investments are often categorized into direct and indirect
investments. Indirect foreign investors move capital through intermediate markets and
institutions like capital markets (stock exchanges, bonds market, and the like) or bank
loans. Direct foreign investors, however, have some direct control of the managerial
and financial operations of the company in which they have invested in another
country with a lasting benefit. This is termed Foreign Direct Investment (FDI).

FDI is potentially feasible to offer long-term gains to host nations. As per the
International Monetary Fund (IMF); “FDI is defined as the movement of long-term
capital, which represents a long-lasting interest in the production process and control
over different kinds of activities, by a foreign investor into a foreign host country”.
This investment comes with numerous advantages to the host country. Some of the
advantages advanced by scholars include increase in capital, productive assets,
building entrepreneurship spirit in citizens of host countries, better skills, increased
export and upgraded marketing expertise, increased access to a wider market across
borders, transfer of managerial abilities, transfer of advance technologies and
innovative skills, the creation of jobs, among other benefits which help to boost
economic growth.

We investigated the role played by foreign direct investment in sustainable
human development achievement in Africa. The impact of FDI on Human
Development Index (HDI) and on each of its three dimensions (i.e. health, education,
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and income) for 52 African countries over 31 years from 1990 to 2022. The
Seemingly Unrelated Regression (SUR) estimation was employed to estimate four
models jointly as a system of equations to measure the contribution of foreign direct
investment to human development achievements on the African continent. It was
ascertained that FDI has a positive impact on Income Index and a negative impact on
other human development indicators. We also found that countries with developed
financial markets turn to benefit more from FDI than those with less developed
financial markets. Thus, the financial sector is a channel through which FDI passes to
better affect all the dimensions of human development. GDP per capita, Domestic
Investment (Gross capital formation), and openness to trade were also found to
positively influence HD and its dimensions in Africa. Empirical evidence was also
established that democratic regimes are favorable environment for the achievement of
human development in Africa. Finally, countries with high degree of freedom
performed better in terms of HD achievements than those with low degree of freedom.
African countries need targeted economic and social policies as well as developed
financial markets to be able to reap the benefits of FDIs in terms of the achievements
of sustainable human development.
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ABOUT UNITED NATION INTERNATIONAL
CHILEDREN’S EMERGENCY FUND (UNICEF)
AND IT WORK IN THE GAMBIA

UNICEF was created by the United Nations General Assembly on
11 December 1946, to provide emergency food and healthcare to children and
mothers in countries that had been devastated by World War II. In 1950, UNICEF’s
mandate was extended to address the long-term needs of children and women in
developing countries everywhere.

One of the key methods how UNICEF drives change for children and young
people every day, across the globe is: Child Protection: Every child has the right to
live free from violence, exploitation and abuse.

Key facts:

* Some 15 million adolescent girls aged 15-19 have experienced forced sex in
their lifetime.

e About 10% of the world’s children are not legally protected from corporal
punishment.

* Opver 1 in 3 students aged 13—15 experience bullying worldwide.

e Approximately 1 in 4 children under the age of 5 — some 176 million — live
with a mother who is a victim of intimate partner violence.

* Roughly 3 in 4 children between the ages of 2 and 4 — around 300 million —
are regularly subjected to violent discipline by their caregivers.

Furthermore, in The Gambia, UNICEF works with the Government to deliver
services for children across the country. Guided by the principles of the Convention
on the Rights of the Child, UNICEF works to ensure every child survives and thrives,
and is protected from violence, discrimination and all forms of harmful traditional
practices. Since 1965, UNICEF have partnered with the Government of The Gambia
to strengthen national laws and policies and empower local communities to deliver
better services for women and children. Their interventions are based on their Country
Program, signed with the Government of The Gambia. They implement their
programs in line with the country’s National Development Plan 2017-2021, the
United Nations Development Assistance Framework, and the Sustainable
Development Goals.

To reach the most vulnerable communities and make the biggest impact,
they’ve deployed their Nsa Kenno (We can do it) model which is driven by the people
they serve, and centers on community engagement as an integral part of a successful
programming for change in behaviors and the creation of demand necessary to
improve the health, social, and overall well-being of children in The Gambia. The
model is based on the human-rights based approach to sustainable development, and
is focused on delivering community-level services through the existing local
governance structures with the inclusion and participation of children, youth, and
other community members.
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JUSTICE AND RULE OF LAW
IN THE REPUBLIC DEMOCRATIC OF CONGO

The Congolese security system is currently not only incapable of defending the
state and the state’s authority, but it also poses a threat to the population as a whole.
The Transitional Government (2003-2006) failed to address justice or human rights
issues, which resulted in a system of entrenched impunity.

Access to justice remains extremely limited outside of Kinshasa, due to the
high costs of legal proceedings, the prevalence of corruption, legal illiteracy, the
insufficient number of courts and tribunals, and a lack of staff especially in remote
areas (Davis et al, 2014). The system is unable to deliver day-to-day rule of law for
the population, let alone tackle serious crimes and abuses during the wars, including
rape and sexual violence (Davis et al, 2014; Afoaku, 2010; Davis, 2009). There is thus
little redress for victims of violations (Afoaku, 2010). Further, impunity for crimes of
sexual violence is likely to hinder the participation of women in a democracy, if their
security is constantly under threat (Davis, 2009).

The Kabila regime has indirectly undermined the independence of the judiciary
by depriving it of funding (Matti, 2010). Congolese judges are subject to undue
influence from government officials and powerful individuals; and there is frequent
political interference with judicial processes (Afoaku, 2010; Davis, 2009).

Poor coordination between the various actors and institutions involved in the
management of security services in the DRC has created a dysfunctional structure
characterized by a culture of impunity, with no regard for senior civil servants in charge
of coordination (Mayamba, 2012). Democratic oversight of the police also remains a
big challenge. This is in part due to resistance from the police hierarchies that are
unaccustomed to operating within a democratic environment; and in part due to the
failure of parliament to fully engage in oversight. A lack of clear command and control
enables senior officers in the army and police to engage in corruption (Davis, 2009).

Weak state apparatus has meant that ‘rule of law’ has not been applied
consistently at the local level despite the constitution and new legislation (Jackson,
2007). Corruption is endemic at all levels of society in the DRC (Chine, 2014; Trefon,
2010; Afoaku, 2010). Insufficient and infrequent payment of salaries fuel petty
corruption among civil servants, police and soldiers (Afoaku, 2010; Vinck and Pham,
2008). Little progress has been made to combat corruption, although some local-level
initiatives have reported success.

Natural resource governance

Corruption, mismanagement, insufficient institutional capacity and fundamental
governance deficiencies have contributed to poor results in the lucrative mining and
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forestry sectors in the DRC (World Bank, 2008; Trefon, 2010). The local population
in Katanga — the DRC’s key copper and cobalt producing region — for example, have
yet to benefit from the region’s resources (Afoaku, 2010; Samndong and Nhantumbo,
2015). There is currently a large gap between what should be paid in mining and
forestry tax revenue and what is actually recorded (World Bank, 2008), due in large
part to a lack of transparency and accountability and fraudulent practices by
companies and government agencies (World Bank, 2008; Trefon, 2010).
Environmental governance thus cannot be seen solely as a technical issue as it is also
a political and social challenge (Trefon, 2010).

Despite the adoption of a new Mine Law and regulations (2002) and other
legislation to strengthen governance, use and control of forestry, mining and
agriculture, which are consistent with international best practice, the government has
failed to effectively apply this legislation and loopholes exist (World Bank,2008;
Samndong and Nhantumbo, 2015). Some argue that the institutional preconditions
required to implement the transparency and governance provisions of the mining code
currently do not exist. These include appropriate administrative structures, central
government institutions capable of oversight; well- trained (and well-paid) staff, and
inter-governmental/institutional cooperation (Guenther, 2008; Samndong and
Nhantumbo, 2015).
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ECONOMIZATION OF FOREIGN POLICY OF NIGERIA

Foreign policy, if it means anything is the strategy of defending a nation’s
national interest through diplomacy. When diplomacy fails the same interest may be
defended through war and the force of arms. The question then is what constitutes
Nigeria’s national interests. Our national interests are internal cohesion, national
unity, the creation of a happy and egalitarian society, the creation of a state where
career is open to talents and where there IS employment for those who want to work
and where there are the traditional freedoms of speech, political association, religion
and equality before the Law, coupled with this is the defense of the humanity and
rights of all black men through deliberate action and policies.

These to me constitute our national interest. Once we agree about our national
interest then it follows that these national interests are worth defending. Our relations
with other countries must be such as would advance our national interests. It is
usually stated that Africa should be the focus of our foreign policy. In what ways
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would an Afro-centric foreign policy favour our national interest? The answer is that
since most black people live on the African continent,

Nigeria being the largest black nation in the world has continental
responsibility to all African peoples particularly the black people South of the Sahara.
The emphasis here is our responsibility to the black people of Africa. Africa is the
home of the black man and all other races here were originally immigrants. Being on
the same continent with some Caucasians like the Arabs and the white South Africans
does not mean that we have common interests. I want to stress the point that our
interests and those of the Arabs do not necessarily cohere and there are innumerable
occasions, in spite of what Islam preaches about the brotherhood of man when the
Arabs have pursued policies injurious to our well being and prosperity.

The objectives of Nigeria’s foreign policy

The objectives of Nigeria’s foreign policy are informed by a national creed or
principles that Nigeria firmly upholds as a sovereign nation. Such principles, like
King (1996) posits, are consistent with the ideological framework which informs its
policy. The conception of national roles, formulation of policies, and conduct of
external relations are thus inextricably controlled by these basic principles or
fundamentals.

The principles have been declared, discussed or analyzed at various times. The
fundamental principles are geared towards protecting and advancing Nigeria’s
national interest.The principles include

Respect for the territorial integrity and political independence of nation- states
on-interference in the internal affairs of other states Promotion of African unity
through functional cooperation

Elimination of colonialism and racism and the promotion of world peace, and
Non-alignment in the Cold War struggle between superpowers and their allies
(Nigeria Constitution, 1999)

The first principle, respect for territorial integrity of sovereign states is
informed by the idea that ,Nigeria’s ability to defend its own sovereignty is
strengthened when states respect each other’s territorial integrity. Respect for
territorial integrity assumes added importance in Africa where arbitrary and artificial
boundaries created are subject to dispute, to engender continental and national
stability.

Ethelbert Umeh (2012) suggested that sir Abubakar Tafawa Balewa had opined
that such boundaries should be respected and, in the interest of peace, must remain the
recognized boundaries until such time as the people concerned decide of their free
will to merge into one larger unit. We shall discourage any attempts to influence such
communities by force.since such interference could only result in unrest and...harm to
the future of this great continent.

Nigerian borders cut across ethnic groups, or put differently, ethnic groups in
Nigeria are by colonial design cut into other geographical entities. For example, the
Yoruba of the southwest are divided between Benin Republic and Nigeria. The Efik-
Ibibio, Ejagham and Ogoja peoples also straddle the borders along Nigeria and
Cameroon; just as the Hausa-Fulani, Shuwa Arabs and Kanuri in the north also
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straddle the borders along Nigeria-Niger and Nigeria-Chad. Using ethnicity therefore
as basis for self-governance would spell such Nigeria has since the OAU Cairo
Resolution of 1964, remained committed to “respect the borders existing on their
(states”) achievement of national independence”.

This respect has earned for Nigeria the trust of smaller neighbours that it has no
expansionist intentions (King, 1996), with the exception of Cameroon, which from the
1980s to the 2000s had strongly insinuated Nigeria” planned military and political
expansion. This suspicion was increased by the diplomatic and military row with
Equatorial Guinea, the controversy over ownership of the oil-rich Bakassi peninsula,
and the surreptitious and underground French incitement against Nigeria™s restless
attitude in its neighbourhood.

The second principle, non-interference in the internal affairs of other states
complements the first. Non-interference is not the same as non-intervention.
Interference itself literally means an unwelcome involvement of an external or a
second party in the national affairs of a sovereign state. Intervention however, is an
acceptable development in international politics to help a state restore peace or to save
a nation from an internal crisis that is becoming externalized or a huge humanitarian
concern ONOJA PATRICK (2003).

The concept of economic diplomacy as a foreign policy plank was introduced
in Nigeria’s foreign policy during the Ibrahim Babangida administration. The
government conceptualized economic diplomacy policy as, ‘the promotion of export
trade, investment and increased financial assistance from friendly countries’. Building
on this, the then Foreign Affairs Minister, Ike Nwachukwu in his June 1988 speech
entitled: The Dynamics of Nigeria’s Foreign Policy, provided the policy direction
when he stated that, ‘ it is the responsibility of our foreign policy apparatus to advance
the course of our national economic recovery.

The imperative of an economic diplomacy foreign policy framework was
inspired by the economic pressures that were exerted on the Nigerian economy as a
result of the introduction of the Structural Adjustment Programme (SAP) .

The later government of General Sani Abacha from 1993-98 focuses on the
disputes between Nigeria and Cameroon on land in the richest area of Nigeria which
have been confiscated from Nigeria and was given to the Republic of Cameroon by
the International Court of Justice ICJ. Nigeria disagreed with the judgment and never
released Bakasi to Cameroon, and the rampant killing of politicians by the then
government, this action led to the sanctioned of Nigeria from among members of the
Commonwealth until 1999 when an elected government came to power, the
Commonwealth re-admitted Nigeria and the European Union lifted all of the
sanctions imposed on the country in 1995. The sanction was a reaction to the
execution of Ken SaroWiwa, an activist slain by the Nigerian military regime of Sani
Abacha. The United Nations Human Rights.

Conclusions

Nigeria— African relations have been characterized by certain landmarks,
creation of OAU, ECOWAS and ECOMOG and of course in Promoting peace and
unity within Africa, sometimes through dialogue finance and sometime through used
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force where necessary for example in 2000 when President of Sao tome and Principe
paid an official visit to Nigeria the military took over the government at Sao Tome,
the then President of Nigeria Olusegun Obasanjo returned him back to power by
forced.

Nigeria also tried tirelessly in bringing peace in Liberia, Sarrie Leone and etc.
But the most unfortunate thing is, Nigeria tried so hard in assisting other African
countries to solve their problems but she failed to solve her internal problems for
example Boko Haram insurgence, Niger Delta avengers and the people South East of
Nigeria who call for the independence and creation of Biafra states.

AN ENERGY TRANSITION FOR AFRICA’S SUSTAINABLE
AGRICULTURE AND FOOD SECURITY

Africa has more countries faced with food security problems, in comparison to
other continents, approximately two-thirds of the African continent are affected
immensely, where the gross domestic product (GDP) has declined for six consecutive
years. Out of the 44 countries with poor or critical food security, 30 are in Africa;
present trends would mean that the number of chronically undernourished in sub-
Saharan Africa has risen from 180 million to 300 million since 2010.

Objective: To ensure that all people at all times have both physical and
economic access to the basic foods which are needed. At the global level, food
security has three (3) specific aims and objectives which are;

* Ensuring production of adequate food supplies

¢ Maximizing stability in the flow of supplies

¢ Securing access to available supplies on the on the part of those who need
them

Intensification: This involves using land, water and labor more efficiently,
increasing the use of technologies such as Integrated Pest Management (IPM) and
IPNs to control pests and maintain soil fertility, intercropping, terracing and other
techniques to control erosion.

Diversification: It involves matching farm production to the prevailing agro-
ecological conditions it does not mean that all production units must be diversified,
some may and probably should contain highly specialized production units or crops
that generate profits than typical subsistent crops.

Successful intensification and diversification will increase system resilience
and the ability of household food insecurity. Resilience also implies greater loss
during droughts or flooding and distributes the demand for labor more evenly
throughout the growing seasons.
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Africa’s sustainable agriculture: specific activities for Sustainable Agriculture
and Rural Development (SARD) were recommended at the FAO/ Netherlands
Conference on Agriculture and the environment.

However, African agriculture, which is characterized by how levels of
productivity levels relative to population growth and frequently accompanied by
human induced degradation and drought presents special challenges not commonly
encountered in other regions.

Sustainable agriculture can be defined as the management and conservation of
the natural resources and the orientation of technological and institutional change in
such manner as to ensure the attainment and continued satisfaction of the human
needs for present and future generations.

Furthermore, the goals, strategies and tools were developed in the light of the
need to feed an additional 3.2 billion people by the year 2025 and the growing
degradation of the natural resources-based arising from unsustainable farming and
land use practices. Its objectives,

e To improve food security by ensuring an appropriate and sustainable
balance between self-sufficiency and self-reliance.

* Promote employment and income generation in rural areas

» Conserve natural resources and protect the environment.

In Africa, these goals are not easily attainable over the short or medium term.
High population densities relative to productive capacity, landlessness, malnutrition
and extreme poverty will inevitably lead to the degradation of the natural resources
base arising from unsustainable farming and land use practices

Finally, a new context for action has emerged in the international community,
which calls for an energy transition in both developing and industrialized countries.
For the O.E.C.D countries this transition takes form in the context of high
consumption patterns that involves net resources transfers from south to the north,
consume excess resources and or generate pollution.

In Africa countries, a transition to sustainable energy systems is needed to
accelerate the growth of base food production. Harvesting and processing.

However, breaking the current energy bottleneck must also be sustainable
(environmentally sound, socially acceptable and economically viable) such a
transition involves a commitment to long-term developmental goals and require
innovative policy and technological solutions.

For Africa, an energy transition would be characterized by a move from the
present levels of subsistence energy usage based on human labor and fuel wood
resources, to a situation and diversified energy sources.

The New Energy situation would offer opportunities to reinvigorate the
situation in many African countries which continue to cope with insufficient rural
energy supplies,

* Price policies rarely reflects the energy need for rural population

* Energy plans and agricultural programs are not linked

* Energy policies and plans in most countries do not focus on the agricultural
and rural sectors except otherwise.
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Conclusion: Modern agriculture methods have resulted in a spectacular increase
in productivity, however, the majority of the chronically hungry are small farmers in
developing countries who produce much of what they eat.

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THE IMPACTS OF UNEMPLOYMENT IN NIGERIA

INTRODUCTION

Being without a job is indeed an enforced idleness of wage earners who are
able and enthusiastic to work but cannot find jobs. In societies in which most people
can earn a living only by working for others, being unable to find a job is a serious
problem. Because of its human costs in deprivation and a feeling of rejection and
personal failure, the extent of unemployment is widely used as a measure of workers’
welfare. The proportion of workers unemployed also shows how well a nation’s
human resources are used and serves as an index of economic movement (positive or
negative). Unemployment has call for a greater concern in the Nigeria economy. It
has continued to be the major macroeconomic objectives of the government.
Unemployment constitutes a series of serious developmental problems and is
increasingly more serious all over Nigeria. The major policy of the government and
the international agencies is targeted at reducing the rate of unemployment. Since the
population explosion begun, the developing nations have been characterized by
unemployment. Unemployment in Africa’s largest economy surged to the second
highest on a global list of countries monitored by Bloomberg.

The jobless rate in Nigeria rose to 33.3% in the three months through
December, according to a report published by National Bureau of Statistics on its
website Monday. That’s up from 27.1% in the second quarter of 2020, the last period
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for which the agency released labour-force statistics. A third of the 69.7 million-
strong labour force in Africa’s most-populous nation either did nothing or worked for
less than 20 hours a week, making them unemployed, according to the Nigerian
definition. Another 15.9 million worked less than 40 hours a week, making them
underemployed. Nigeria’s jobless rate has more than quadrupled over the last five
years as the economy went through two recessions, casting a shadow over the efforts
to implement policies to drive growth and create jobs by President Muhammadu
Buhari’s administration.

CAUSES OF UNEMPLOYMENT IN NIGERIA

High and Rapid Population Growth :

One of the major factors responsible for the high level of unemployment in
Nigeria is the rapid growth in population. There has been an increase in the growth of
the labour forces along with the inadequate supply of jobs. The rapid population
growth has been coupled with rural-urban migration. This has increased the
population in cities thereby raising the level of joblessness.

Unstable and corrupt political environment:

Another key problem is poor leadership and high level of corruption in Nigeria.
The failure of the government to perform their constitutional duties has resulted in the
high level of unemployment. Also, the high level of corruption in Nigeria among
politicians has resulted in the mismanagement of the funds and resources supposed to
be used for the creation of job opportunities for the people.

Lack of infrastructure:

Lack of good roads, steady and sustainable power supply has made the
economy hostile to investors. The lack of infrastructure has led to the high cost of
production. The absence of investors influences the number of available jobs. The
operating companies also use fewer people because of the high cost of production.

Recession Unemployment in Nigeria has been worsened by the recent decline
in the country’s economy. A lot of people have been laid off, while new jobs were not
created. Most companies laid off employees because they can’t afford a lot workers.

EFFECTS OF UNEMPLOYMENT IN NIGERIA

Due to the increasing unemployment rate in Nigeria, there have been adverse
effects on both the economy and the society. The consequences of unemployment in
Nigeria includes:

e Reduction in the national output of goods and services.

¢ Increased rural-urban migration.

e High level of poverty in Nigeria.

¢ Increase in the number of dependent people.

e The high rate of crimes.

CONCLUSION

The findings revealed that unemployment in Nigeria increased from 27% in Q2
2020 as against 23% in 2018 with youth unemployment at over 50%. From 2011
to 2018 there is an increase of 16% unemployment growth rate in Nigeria.
From all indications, youth unemployment is a menace in Nigeria and constitutes a
real danger and a threat to Nigeria’s democracy.

People including the Nigerian youths
must feel the positive impact of democracy in their lives.
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AN ANALYSIS OF WOMEN’S POLITICAL
PARTICIPATION IN GHANA

The representation of women in political and public life has been historically
low across the globe despite the efforts being made to reverse the trend. Very few
countries have recorded marginal and inconsistent increase in women’s
representation. Ghana is not exempted from this global trend. This study focused on
analyzing women’s political participation in Ghana in the context of sustainable
development, an attempt to identify factors that have positively affected women’s
political participation, challenges faced by women occupying and intending to occupy
political positions and innovative ways of dealing with these challenges. The
methodology was qualitative in design and involved online survey with purposively
selected members of the general public and interviews with women parliamentarians,
district assembly and unit committee members, political party executives and also
representatives from non-governmental organizations. In addition to primary data
from respondents, the study relied on secondary data from existing literature to
support the work. The study found out that despite domestic and international
commitments and efforts to increase women’s political participation, the statistics is
still low at both national and local government levels with very marginal rise
particularly in the number of contestants for elective positions [1].

Since 1992, women’s representation in the national parliament has been below
13 percent. The study realized that women occupying and intending to occupy
political positions face similar and sometimes peculiar challenges including excessive
monetization of politics, political party gatekeeping and the ‘godfather’ syndrome and
lack of support from family, media and society due to the patriarchal society. It is a
wake-up call for all stakeholders. — government, women’s groups, non-governmental
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organizations, civil society, traditional and religious leaders, development partners
and women themselves to work together.

The passage of the affirmative action bill into law coupled with proper
implementation, monitoring and evaluation by all stakeholders will make a difference
in meeting the Sustainable Development Goal. The promotion of gender equality and
women’s empowerment has become a global agenda of high importance. It is said that
women’s full and equal participation, and the integration of gender perspectives into
every endeavor are key to global development.

Women are known to be under-represented in the political arena globally as
well as regionally. However, the positive impact of women in politics to development
cannot be overemphasized. According to Kofi Annan, study after study has taught us,
there is no tool for development more effective than the empowerment of women. No
other policy is as likely to raise economic productivity or to reduce child and maternal
mortality. No other policy is as sure to improve nutrition and promote health,
including the prevention of HIV/AIDS. No other policy is as powerful in increasing
the chances of education for the next generation [2].

Gretchen Bauer evaluates women’s participation in African parliaments and
highlights the importance of women’s symbolic and substantive representation in
parliament. Bauer shares that women’s participation in politics as MPs have a
symbolic effect as it tends to change gendered ide- as about the roles of women and
men in politics. Women’s presence and participation in parliaments contribute to
‘raising awareness of what women can achieve as political actors and legitimizing
them as political actors’, or encouraging more women to be engaged in politics as
voters, activists, candidates, leaders. for example, in terms of promoting or
accomplishing certain policy agendas or legislative items [2].

The exclusion of women from political participation is neither a 21st century
phenomenon nor particular to certain countries only. the financial constraints, the
work points to religious factors that also inhibit women from meaningful political
participation. It argues that major religions in the world promote male dominance
over female counterparts.
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POVERTY AND ECONOMIC PROGRESS (GHANA)

Poverty has been in existence for many centuries and continues to exist in a
large number of developing countries although the world economy has expanded at an
unprecedented rate. The ways to reducing it have become a central paradigm in
development economics, not only in academia but among the international financial
institutions. Today, many economies in this developing world are growing but more
than 100 countries remain mired in conditions of low growth and high poverty. This
paper would focus on the following countries. Namely: Ukraine, Cote d’Ivoire and
Ghana [1]. The degree of poverty depends upon two facts — the average level of
income and the extent of inequality in income distribution. The increase in average
income reduces poverty though the increase in inequality increases it. The fact is that
the relation between changes in poverty and economic progress has not been explored
thoroughly. Countries with a high concentration of poor have also possibly
experienced lower economic progress rates. Consequently, not sufficient progress has
been made in the eradication of poverty. Economic progress is the most powerful
instrument for reducing poverty and improving the quality of life in developing
countries. Both country case studies and cross-country research provide
overwhelming evidence that rapid and sustained growth is critical to making faster
progress. A successful strategy of poverty reduction must have at its core measures to
promote rapid and sustained economic progress or growth.

The challenge for policy is to combine progress or growth promoting policies
with policies that allow the poor to participate fully in the opportunities unleashed and
so contribute to that growth. This includes policies to make labor markets work better,
remove gender inequalities and increase financial inclusion. This shift is also an
implicit substitution of difficult objectives with highly complex causal processes for
concepts that can be measured and easier short-terms goals, such as lifting up specific
groups of a population above a poverty line. These new objectives are also more
consensual and attractive [2].

Solutions:

v' Refine legislature on the norms and criteria for determining minimum
wage level and secure legislature needed for implementing an hourly minimum wage
as the state social standard;

v"Increase the wages of public-sector employees and eliminate cross sectoral
wage disproportions between employees of different grade-levels and industries by
implementing the second step of the Single Tariff Net;
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v' Ensure adequate protection of employee rights to receive timely and full
wage payments, as well as full repayment of any accumulated wage debts.

v" Ensure further increase of minimum state insurance to reach Subsistence
Minimum level;

It is impossible for governments to fix everything at once. Long lists of reforms
can have the effect of impeding action and leading to inappropriate sequencing of the
reforms that are implemented.

Prioritization is key to formulating a credible progress strategy. This requires
analysis that identifies both the key constraints on growth, and the obstacles to removing
these constraints, including political obstacles. So not only is it essential to have sound
economic analysis; it also requires an appreciation of the political context within a
country. Infrastructure is often the binding constraint. This may have a regional
dimension — for example, Ghana’s infrastructure is a constraint on Ghana’s progress [2].

Often existing constraints benefit vested interests within the economy and these
interests challenge reform. Therefore, even if two countries have a common list of
constraints to be dealt with, the optimal method to alleviate those constraints may still
differ between countries.
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COFFEE CULTURE

Coffee culture is the set of traditions and social behaviors that surround the
consumption of coffee, particularly as a social lubricant.[citation needed] The term
also refers to the cultural diffusion and adoption of coffee as a widely consumed
stimulant. In the late 20th century, espresso became an increasingly dominant drink
contributing to coffee culture,[1] particularly in the Western world and other
urbanized centers around the globe.

Les Deux Magots in Paris,
now a popular tourist attraction, was once associated with the intellectuals Jean-Paul
Sartre and Simone de Beauvoir.[3] In the late 17th and 18th centuries, coffechouses in
London became popular meeting places for artists, writers, and socialites, as well as
centres for political and commercial activity. In the 19th century a special coffee
house culture developed in Vienna, the Viennese coffee house, which then spread
throughout Central Europe.

Elements of modern coffeehouses include slow-paced gourmet service,
alternative brewing techniques, and inviting decor.

In the United States, coffee culture is often used to describe the ubiquitous
presence of espresso stands and coffee shops in metropolitan areas, along with the
spread of massive, international franchises such as Starbucks. Many coffee shops
offer access to free wireless internet for customers, encouraging business or personal
work at these locations. Coffee culture varies by country, state, and city. For example,
the strength of existing café-style coffee culture in Australia explains Starbucks’s
negative impact on the continent.[4]

In urban centres around the world, it is not unusual to see several espresso
shops and stands within walking distance of one another, or on opposite corners of the
same intersection. The term coffee culture is also used in popular business media to
describe the deep impact of the market penetration of coffee-serving
establishments.[5]

In the modern international environment, China
should assume responsibilities consistent with China’s current economic status, and
require overseeing developed countries to perform their duties. Because most of the
developed countries are industrially developed areas and the environmental pollution
is relatively serious. According to the principle of responsibility distribution, we also
have reasons to require developed countries to make greater contributions to
environmental protection [2].

In international exchanges, China should also require differences in
environmental protection standards. This is also determined by the types of natural
resources in various regions and countries and the current national conditions. Take
Africa and the United States as examples. Most African countries manufacture and
produce primary products. At this stage, the national condition is to meet the people’s
food and clothing level, while the United States manufactures and produces advanced
industrial products and electronic products, and the people’s living standards are
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relatively high; while the United States and Africa share a set of standards Obviously
bad for Africa. Therefore, China should also choose to implement corresponding
environmental standards based on China’s national conditions. On the whole, China
still has a long way to go on the issue of environmental development and trade
coordination. At this stage, only by ensuring that "legislation" and "supervision" are
combined and the initiative to speak on environmental development at international
conferences can be good.

> Regional Integration

which are highly dependent on neighbouring countries, economically, one very
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significant reason for the need for regional integration. Regional economic
communities (RECs) have sprung up to address this need; at present, every country in
Africa is a member of at least one REC, and most belong to two or more. But these
proliferating memberships in RECs may have drawbacks. They point out that
multiple memberships impose high costs in time, energy and resources on African
governments and force them to juggle competing regulations.

» Economic Diversification

Many African countries specialize in the same products as their neighbours,
especially commodities like oil and gas. With few complementary goods to exchange
with each other, these countries cannot exploit the gains to be made via comparative
advantage. In other words, their lack of economic diversification limits the usefulness
of, and therefore the levels of intra African trade. That said, the reverse is also true:
the lack of intraregional trade limits the abilities of these economies to become
diversified.

» Conflict

Political tension, conflict and violence also diminish the capacity for African
states to engage in intracontinental trade. These factors lead to low levels of economic
growth, destroy needed export infrastructure, and slow and reverse regional
integration.

> Infrastructure

Infrastructure is and has always been a major issue for Africa, especially for
Sub-Saharan countries. Like conflict, infrastructural deficiencies reduce economic
growth and productivity, and raise transportation costs.

> Border Issues

Africa’s notoriously bad customs environment poses yet another impediment to
intra-African trade. The high fees that custom offices charge is part of the problem.
The costs to businesses in time delays is another issue.

Intra-African Trade more diversified than trade with the rest of the world.
Expanding Intra-African Trade could yield significant benefits to African countries in
terms of diversifying their production to non-traditional products especially
manufactures.

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FRUGAL INNOVATION: A NEW BUSINESS PARADIGM

In a world increasingly characterized as “VUCA” — volatile, uncertain, complex
and ambiguous — few things are assured. There is one thing however of which we can
be relatively certain: that the insatiable demand for ever higher quality products will
continue to rise while at the same time the availability of the resources needed to
satisfy that demand will remain constrained.

As a process frugal innovation discovers new business models, reconfigures value
chains, and redesigns products to serve users who face extreme affordability constraints,
in a scalable and sustainable manner. It involves either overcoming or tapping
institutional voids and resource constraints to create more inclusive markets [3, p. 20].

Frugal innovation is a way that companies can create high-quality products with
limited resources. Once the preserve of firms in poor markets, Western companies are
now seeking ways to appeal to cost-conscious and environmentally-aware consumers
at home. With an estimated trillion-dollar global market for frugal products, and with
potentially huge cost savings to be gained, frugal innovation is revolutionizing
business and reshaping management thinking.

Long practised in developing nations out of sheer necessity, frugal innovation is
now becoming a strategic business imperative in developed economies, where
consumers demand affordable and sustainable products. The flow of industrial
knowledge has thus become a two-way street, where the North and South, East and
West learn from and exchange with each other [1, p. 27].

The general practice is to innovate for the top of the pyramid as there lies the
greatest purchasing power with eventual trickle down effects. As such most design in
Western markets relies on a ‘top down’ approach, targeting first the richer
clientele. Western practices use traditional (archaic) business and distribution models,
rely on abundant resources (non-sustainable), incur costly product design and
development, and result in high manufacturing costs which makes many science and
technology innovations unaffordable for the bottom of the pyramid consumers.

In contrast, frugal innovation as is practiced in emerging markets purposefully
targets the bottom and then makes its way up to other levels to benefit all users.
There is potential to demonstrate that this is a new kind of innovation process which
leverages institutional voids and resource constraints, debunks heavy R&D
investment claims, and achieves profitability from consumers [4, p. 115].

Nowadays there is a strong demand for innovation to be more socially
acceptable as far as environmental goals are concerned. Environmental innovation lies
at the heart of sustainable innovation. To put it simply, sustainable innovation is
basically an environmental innovation. By contrast, frugal innovation does not put
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environmental concerns at the top of the ranking. Its first goal is not to generate
positive feedback for the environment. But according to our viewpoint, frugal
innovation has some properties of environmental innovation.

In effect frugal innovation is basically a new technological paradigm aiming to
produce cheaper goods, with a minimum quality, using local cheap inputs. Because it
saves material and energy in manufacturing and the use of low price goods it
contributes to the fair management of exhaustible resources. Moreover, we consider
that, due to the lower technological complexity, frugal innovation exhibits three
important green properties: the ability to repair in case of failure, recovery of end of
life components, and probable recycling.

Frugal innovation also fits well with the base of a circular economy. In one
sense, frugal innovation as a new technological paradigm leaves a mark (more or less
obvious) within the perspective of sustainable development. It seems to us as a first
statement that frugal innovation tends to modify the technology of technical change in
a greener direction. In terms of environmental technology policy, because it involves
the engine (the technology) of technical change, frugal innovation creates a useful
lever to build up a transition towards a greener economy. In one sense, “Frugalism” is
a first step towards sustainability [2, p. 130].

Frugal innovations could open up a new growth regime, as the Fordist regime
of development, with its own norm of mass consumption, has promoted a dense
growth regime after the Second World War in developed countries. In effect, through
the production of cheaper goods which correspond well to the needs of the poor in
developing and developed economies, frugal innovation as a new paradigm could
boost consumption and push demand in a durable way. In this way it would be a new
engine pulling virtuous macroeconomic linkages by restoring the conditions for
sustainable growth. This point is still an emerging idea. New research should be
carried out in order to produce materials confirming this trend. Sustainable innovation
is directly related to a new, genuinely green growth regime, while frugal innovation
can match a greener growth regime but it is not incompatible with a strong growth
model that exhausts natural resources.

No doubt, frugal innovation is basically a new technological and economical
paradigm. Frugal innovation proposes a breakthrough approach to solving some of the
most complex issues of our global economy as it empowers human beings to use their
creativity to generate economic and social value while preserving the environment.
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RESEARCH ON THE MANAGEMENT SYSTEM
OF FOREIGN SHOOL PHYSICAL EDUCATION

In this paper, sports promote state-to-state and people-to-people relations to
show the world that China is open, confident, friendly and inclusive. Sports actively
cooperate with the overall situation of national diplomacy, actively promote "One Belt
And One Road" sports exchanges, and extensively participate in multilateral
international cooperation mechanisms and high-level people-to-people exchange
mechanisms.Through the study of foreign sports management and policies, and under
the inspiration of foreign sports management, we can change the current situation of
our own sports management and implement improvement measures, so as to improve
the level of China’s sports management, strengthen foreign exchanges in sports, serve
the diplomacy with characteristics of a major country, and improve the discourse
power and international influence of China’s sports.

1. Basic types and characteristics of foreign sports management systems

The sports management system refers to the general name of the system and
system in the aspects of the establishment of the sports management organization, the
subordinate relationship of the leadership, the division of the management authority
and the operation mechanism .It is the organizational guarantee to achieve the goal of
sports and is restricted by the national political and economic system.According to the
role of sports organizations in sports management, the foreign sports management
system can be divided into three types: government-led, socially-led and combined.

1.1 Government-oriented.This kind of management system is not conducive to
the unity and consistency of sports policy because of the various policies.

1.2 Socially dominant.Because sports associations and private organizations
represent specific interest groups, there is not enough coordination in interest
distribution, communication and cooperation of sports management.This is a direct
impediment to the government’s goal of improving the country’s image in sports.

1.3 Integrated sports management system.It can fully reflect the will of the
government, effectively improve work efficiency, and more effectively communicate
and cooperate with all kinds of sports organizations.

2.The analysis of foreign school sports management system

2.1 America

The United States is a federal country, and the educational authority belongs to
the jurisdiction of the states. The administrative function of the national government
is to coordinate the educational work of the states and to be responsible for
educational statistics. The federal legislative, law enforcement and administrative
agencies play a greater role in a specific period'".
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2.2 England

Sport policy in the United Kingdom revolves around the development of sport
for all.The Ministry of Education is the government agency leading school physical
education in Britain. It carries out macro control over school physical education
through the Education Act and the overall education plan, and has formed a perfect
three-level curriculum management system including national physical education
curriculum standard, local physical education curriculum standard and school physical
education curriculum teaching plan .

2.3 Japan

The Ministry of Education, Education, Science and Technology of the Central
Government of Japan is the government department in charge of school sports in
Japan, which is in charge of education, academia, culture, sports, competitive sports
and other undertakings in Japan.The Bureau of Primary and Secondary Education and
the Bureau of Sports and Teenagers under the Ministry of Education, Culture, Science
and Technology are closely related to school physical education. The sports
administrative bodies, which are established by the Japanese Olympic Committee, the
Japan Sports Association and various competitive organizations, fulfill their
respective functions and cooperate with each other for joint development.

2.4 Germany

In Germany, school physical education is mainly managed by the Ministry of
Education (Bureau), and the education is supervised by the state. Meanwhile, each
federal state has greater autonomy, and the power of school physical education
development is mainly contracted by each federal state. The school physical education
objectives and specific operation of each state have their own characteristics in
addition to retaining the common characteristics of Germany.The German sports
system belongs to the sports autonomy on the whole, the government assists, the civil
society runs sports, and implements the autonomy.

2.5 Russia

School sports are administered uniformly by the Government of the Russian
Federation.School physical education is mainly responsible for the government
education management department, the Ministry of Education of the Russian
Federation formulated and published the national physical education curriculum
standards, set the minimum level of students must master and graduation training
requirements.On this basis, it also launched a comprehensive, athletic ability —
oriented, formative and competitive sports and other forms of physical education
syllabus for each school to choose.

3.Conclusion

3.1 The management system of school sports in developed countries gradually
shows the characteristics of the three-party cooperative management of government,
school and market. In the reform process, more and more attention is paid to the
linkage of school, community and family, the social participation is getting higher and
higher, the comprehensive development of people is paid attention to, and excessive
interference of other factors on the development of sports is prevented.
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3.2 Most developed countries adopt the policy of strengthening school physical
education at the same time. They should expand foreign exchanges and promote the
reform of school physical education management system with both macro strategies
and micro measures.

3.3 There are great differences in the binding force and flexibility of sports
management system standards in different countries, but much attention is paid to the
autonomy reflected in the characteristics of different places and schools, so as to find
out a set of efficient and scientific school sports management system and operation
mechanism as soon as possible.

From the above foreign school sports management system from the central and
local relations, developed countries, the United States and Germany school sports
management authority is mainly in the state and local, belongs to the typical local
management.The United Kingdom, Japan and Russia are the representatives of central
and local co-governance, but local autonomy is also rising.Governments of all
countries are more or less involved in the management of school sports, and there are
institutions related to school sports in the government Settings.In the formulation
process of school physical education management system in various countries, it more
or less reflects the will of the government. The school physical education
management standards of most countries are directly formulated and published by
government educational institutions.However, the government’s management of
school physical education is mainly reflected in the formulation of standards and
financial support, and the involvement of specific affairs of school physical education
is less and less, while the involvement of social organizations in school physical
education affairs, especially extra-curricular sports activities, is getting deeper and
deeper.Using social resources to develop school physical education has become a
common trend in developed countries.China should step by step according to the
actual situation, with the emphasis on actual combat inspection, resource docking and
international management talent projects, so as to promote the all-round development
of China’s sports cause and lay a solid foundation for China to become a world sports
power.

THE IMPORTANCE OF WEB CORE VITALS
INDICATORS FOR GOOGLE RANKING

New Search Engine Ranking Factor appears in May 2021 — Page Experience.
This factor aims to digitize the usability information of the pages. Various metrics
will be used to determine the value of this factor, including Web Vitals. According to
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the Google announcement, this group of three core metrics Core Web Vitals should be
used in the formula when calculating the value of the Page Experience factor [1; 2].

All metrics measure the usability of the page and here they are:

1. LCP (largest contentful paint): The amount of time to render the largest
content element visible in the viewport, from when the user requests the URL. The
largest element is typically an image or video, or perhaps a large block-level text
element, sometimes, with animation of appearing etc. This is important because it
tells the visitor that the URL is actually loading.

2. FID (first input delay): The time from when a user first interacts with your
page (when they clicked a link, tapped on a button, and so on) to the time when the
browser responds to that interaction. This measurement is taken from whatever
interactive element that the user first clicks. This is important on pages where the user
needs to do something, because this is when the page has become interactive and
proceed the action.

3. CLS (Cumulative Layout Shift): CLS measures the sum total of all
individual layout shift scores for every unexpected layout shift that occurs during the
entire lifespan of the page. The score is zero to any positive number, where zero
means no shifting and the larger the number, the more layout shift on the page. This is
important because having pages elements shift while a user is trying to interact with it
is a bad user experience. If you can’t seem to find the reason for a high value, try
interacting with the page to see how that affects the score [2].

So, the point of analyzing search engine metrics is to increase the rankings of
pages that are easy to use.

Such an analysis is also useful as a solution to fight program manipulations of
cheating the speed of loading pages on a site. There are ways to speed up the tracked
loading of pages for the search engine. In fact, the site page does not load completely;
as a result, such methods do not provide comfortable experience with the site.
Therefore, it is in the interest of the search engine to evaluate how the page behaves
after loading.

So, we are not talking about the website loading speed. The point is in
analyzing what is happening on the page after loading. The search engine analyzes
whether it is convenient for the user to work with the page after loading the site.

The ranges of status for each mentioned earlier indicator are in the Table 1.

* Score relates to the size of the page in pixels
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All metrics have clear ways to improve those values. For example, to improve
Largest Contentful Paint, you should optimize page elements for user to download,
compress resources, and, perhaps, implement server-side rendering for site pages.

For First Input Delay, in almost all cases, it is about about JavaScript, since
there is something in the main thread that is being executed after the page is rendered,
the metric value will be low.

To improve the Cumulative Layout Shift value, you should check the
correctness of the page layout, make corrections in case of rendering problems.

Optimizers should consider those page improvements, working on the site
performance. As a result, increasing the position of website pages in search engine results
page in near future will depend on improving the Web Core Vital Metrics, which will
lead, according to the developers™ reference, to increasing the conversion rate, because
the work is aimed at making it convenient for the user to work with the site.

WRONG AS SOCIAL PHENOMENON

Almost two centuries ago, the outstanding philosopher W. Hegel in his work
"Philosophy of Law" first used the concept of "wrong".

It be can define wrong as complicated negative social phenomenon which
reveals itself in actions, inactions, illegal regimes that violate or restrict the
inalienable rights of the person or directed against fundamental principles of law and
has destructive and antisocial character.

To forms of manifestation of wrong in society one can refer such social
phenomena as delict (infringement, crime, dereliction of duties imposed by law and
violation of voluntarily undertaken obligations), self — will of natural and legal
persons, illegal states (continued riots, anarchy, military states), unjust laws, wrongful
court decision and other forces that oppose freedom, legality, justice, honesty,
reasonableness and regularity.

Wrong as social phenomenon is very diverse and endowed with features such
as generality, constancy, self-determination, direction against the fundamental rights
of individuals. For society in which dominates wrong such things as absolute statism,
overregulation, criminalization of all spheres of public life, antagonist mentality, rapid
regression of cultural and spiritual life of society are common.

Emergence of wrong in society is complicated and long lasting process.
Underlying reasons of existence of wrong one should search in the ontological
substance of right itself. Its fundamental principles — justice, freedom and equality —
are entirely subjective and relative notions. It this trinity justice has the leading place.
In particular, O.V. Gryshchuk and Z.A. Dovbush note that such concepts as "wrong",
"non-legal right" introduce into the scope of legal analysis the category of justice,
which has a substantial potential to serve as a criterion for non-delimitation [1]. After
all, in the system of legal values, justice is a constitutive legal value that determines
the value nature of the law itself [2].

Moreover, these categories are very closely connected to the sphere of
morality and that is why the result of perception of social reality through their prism
will always differ depending on their content and level of moral development of
society.

But fundamental reasons of wrong are hidden in the human nature. One of the
main feature of human existence is that it occurs simultaneously in three dimensions
in the world of nature, society and culture. In the process of socialization of
personality inevitably emerge some contradictions and discrepancies between these
three aspects of human existence. And when person appears to be unable to resolve
these conflicts without violation of rights or overstepping boundaries of freedom of
other people she prefers to use some forms of wrong.

On the other hand, emergence of wrong is caused by cognitive human activity
in process of which she faces with previously unknown and incomprehensible
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phenomena that can bring imbalance in social relations and violate basic social
values. As an example can serve cloning, transplantation, artificial insemination,
euthanasia which can be justified in terms of right and attributed to the one form of
wrong at the same time. That is why wrong is a permanent companion on the way of
evolution of mankind and of human creative activity.

The next reason of emerging of wrong we can find in the nature of state as
appropriately organized social structure capable to perform supreme control over
some aspects of human behavior for the purpose of maintaining order in society.
However the state due to its nature aspire to predominate over the person, to control
and to regulate all spheres of social life. The more power it has the more it encroaches
on the freedom of its citizens as it reveals to be the only way it can function
effectively. State is specific subject of wrong as it has means not available to ordinary
citizen, that is, legislative power and the right to use legal enforcement. As a result
scale of wrong is considerably larger — illegal regimes, wars, revolutions.

We should mention that in process of emerging of wrong significant role plays
such aspect as legal mentality which is considered to be a form of collective
unconscious. Among features of legal mentality that determine emergence of wrong
we can define fatalism, nihilism, idealism, passivity, paternalism, helplessness,
conservatism, individualism.

The most spread form of existing of wrong in society is unjust law that is
normative act issued by state body which substantially violates the principle of legal
equality and justice, in other words does not correspond to idea of right, but is
compulsory for execution and protected by public authorities from violations. Unjust
law has very negative consequences not only because it is destructive for social
relations and state mechanism but also because of making possible to apply to people
unlawful enforcement and violence. Now it is obvious that all forms of wrong in
society are interdependent and determine each other.

So, as we can see wrong is impartial element of social reality and constant
companion on the way of development of a person, society and state. Diversity of
forms of wrong constrain to find new ways of overcoming of it, improving ways of its
identification and mechanisms for preventing. Confrontation between right and wrong
induces dynamism and development of social and legal relations. It is unquestionably
that wrong in all its forms is antivalue but struggle with it is, undoubtedly, value for
society.
