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REVIEW 

of the Educational and Scientific Programme in Specialty C2 “Political Science” 
within the field of knowledge, Social and Behavioural Sciences, for the training of 
applicants for the third (educational and scientific) level of higher education at the 
West Ukrainian National University 

 

The ongoing transformation of Ukraine’s political sphere places increasing demands on the 
preparation of specialists in political science. Such professionals must demonstrate 
competencies that align with the requirements of public policy and governance, consistent 
with international academic and professional standards. In this context, the implementation 
of the Educational and Scientific Programme in Specialty C2 “Political Science” for the third 
(educational and scientific) level of higher education at the B. D. Havrylyshyn Educational 
and Scientific Institute of International Relations, West Ukrainian National University, is 
highly relevant both in terms of timing and content. 

 

The programme clearly and coherently defines the structure and content of study, as well as 
the standards and requirements for professional and academic preparation. It has been 
developed in accordance with the Higher Education Standard approved by the Ministry of 
Education and Science of Ukraine for the training of candidates in Doctor of Philosophy in 
this discipline. In April 2025, the updated version of the programme underwent public 
consultation with academic experts, stakeholders, and students. The feedback received was 
incorporated into the final version, which was approved by the Serhii Konoval Department of 
Political Science and Philosophy on 16 May 2025. Importantly, the programme has been 
coordinated with relevant stakeholders and is well aligned with the socio-political 
development priorities of Ukraine and its regions. 

 

The programme provides a comprehensive framework of competencies that correspond to 
the aims and objectives of doctoral-level training in Political Science. These competencies 
are aligned with the expected learning outcomes and reflect the needs of potential 
employers in public administration, research institutions, and civil society organisations. The 
programme equips students with the ability to conduct complex political analysis, taking into 
account socio-economic and cultural contexts at regional, national, and international levels. 
This will contribute to the further development of contemporary analytical tools and 
approaches, in which future candidates with a Doctor of Philosophy in Political Science 
qualification will play an important role. 

 

The syllabi of the core and elective courses accurately reflect pressing issues of political 
system development and democratic governance in Ukraine, particularly in the context of 
Russian aggression against Ukraine and the nation’s preparations for westward political and 
economic integration, including the potential for European Union accession. In addition to 
mandatory components that are central to the academic profession – such as systematic 
methods training, research project management, and grant-writing competencies – PhD 
candidates are offered a broad selection of twelve elective courses in political science, 



several of which are delivered in English. This supports generalist academic professional 
development, promotes internationalisation, and strengthens academic mobility. The 
courses precisely define competencies, learning outcomes, matrices, and the credits linked 
to each component. There is a broad range of methodological, pedagogical, and managerial 
training, as well as clear opportunities for PhD candidates to gain teaching experience. 
These opportunities will prepare candidates for the academic market and help them develop 
professional skills essential for a successful long-term career. 

 

The programme places a comparatively strong emphasis on pedagogical training and 
teaching practice. While this reflects a clear commitment to preparing well-rounded 
academic professionals, such an emphasis may involve trade-offs with respect to the 
development of original research as part of a PhD thesis and the dissemination of research 
findings, including through international and practitioner-oriented outlets (including in 
languages other than Ukrainian). In addition, the explicit orientation towards supporting and 
strengthening Ukrainian statehood is both understandable and appropriate in the current 
context and reflects the programme’s strong commitment to societal and national priorities. 
From an international academic perspective, however, continued attention to ensuring 
analytical pluralism and epistemic openness will be essential to reinforce the programme’s 
positioning within a globally competitive research environment and to support long-term 
international employability. 

 

In my professional opinion, the Educational and Scientific Programme fully meets its stated 
objective of preparing highly qualified and competitive specialists with a PhD in the field of 
Social and Behavioural Sciences, specialising in Political Science. The programme provides 
the foundations for independent research, analytical, organisational, and pedagogical activity 
within the field of theoretical and applied political science. It is well-structured and can be 
effectively implemented within the educational process at the West Ukrainian National 
University.

for the training of applicants for the third (educational and scientific) level of higher education 

at the West Ukrainian National University (Ternopil) 
 

The C2 “Political Science” at the West Ukrainian National University (WUNU) appears to be an original, 
balanced and well-designed programme. It is predominantly focused on the study of national political culture in 
the democratic transition of Ukrainian society. This focus should lead to the development of unique knowledge 
and skills of the new generation of political scientists. They are not only expected to learn universal theoretical 
models but also to understand the specific nature of political processes through the prism of Ukrainian 
experience, historical traditions, and cultural values. 

The programme content is developed with consideration of the current challenges to political science, 
globalisation processes, and national statecraft. It integrates both classical disciplines (e.g. political theory, 
comparative politics, political analysis) and specialised courses (e.g. national identity, political culture and 
ideology, civic participation, applied political science, the value-driven Ukrainian political processes). This kind 
of content contributes to a systemic understanding of political culture in students; the latter culture appears as 
a social phenomenon that predefines political behaviour, trust in governing institutions, and overall 
effectiveness of the public policies. 

The programme looks research-heavy and is tailored to develop skills of analysis and critical thinking. A 
clear emphasis is placed on the methodology of studying political culture, the evolution of political identities, 
and the values that underpin Ukrainian society. This emphasis helps students develop an awareness of how 
cultural codes, political traditions, and democratisation processes intertwine. 

The qualifications of academic and teaching staff who deliver the programme look more than sufficient. 
These are specialists with experience in researching and lecturing on political theory, the history of Ukrainian 
political thought, and sociocultural studies. They have a healthy record of academic publications, participation 
in international conferences, and research projects. The involvement of early-career scholars and postgraduate 
students in joint studies on political culture is also a commendable practice. It further strengthens the WUNU’s 
school of political science. 

In a nutshell, the educational and scientific program C2 “Political Science” at WUNU meets modern 
academic standards. It honours good research practices, analytical thinking, creativity, and respect for national 
identity.  

I am happy to recommend it for further implementation and accreditation.
