Overall training aim: to equip students with the necessary language and confidence
to effectively navigate and interact in public transport scenarios, from asking for
directions to handling common issues.

Objectives: By the end of this session, participants will be able to:

— ask for and understand directions to navigate public transport systems;
— purchase tickets and inquire about fares and routes;
— ask about delays, missed connections, or other transport-related issues;
— engage in polite brief interactions with drivers, conductors, or fellow passengers;
— understand common public transport announcements.
ACTIVITY BREAKDOWN

Warm-up: «My Worst Journey»
Activity: Participants share (in pairs/small groups) a brief anecdote about a challenging
or funny public transport experience.
Trainer Input: Introduce the session’s aim.



Vocabulary & Understanding Announcements
Trainer input: Introduce essential vocabulary (e.g., bus stop, platform, fare, route,
destination, single/return ticket, peak/off-peak, delay, connection, conductor, driver).
Play short audio clips of typical transport announcements (e.g., «Mind the gap,» «This
train terminates at...»).
Activity: «Announcement Comprehension» — Students listen and identify key
information (e.g., next stop, reason for delay).
Asking for Directions & Route Information
Trainer input: Focus on functional language for asking (e.g., «Excuse me, how do I get
to...?», «Which bus goes to...?», «ls this the right train for...?», «How many stops is it
fo...7») and understanding directions.
Activity: «Map Challenge» — In pairs, using simple transport maps, students ask each
other for directions to specific landmarks, confirming routes and stops.
Buying Tickets & Handling Issues
Trainer input: Introduce phrases for buying tickets (e.g., «4 return to..., please», «Can
I pay by card?») and inquiring about problems (e.g., «Is this train delayed?», «Has the
X bus gone yet?»).
Role-play: «Ticket Office & Onboard Scenarios» — Students role-play buying tickets,
asking about a missed connection, or politely asking someone to move their bag from a
seat.
Wrap-up & Takeaways
Plenary discussion: What are the most important phrases to remember? What situations
still feel challenging?
Trainer Feedback: Provide constructive feedback on pronunciation and fluency.
LANGUAGE FOCUS
Grammar: Present Simple (for routes/schedules), Present Continuous (for ongoing
issues), questions with «how long,» «how many,» prepositions of movement/place.
Vocabulary: Transport-specific nouns and verbs, adjectives for describing states (e.g.,
crowded, delayed, convenient).
Functional language: Asking/giving directions, requesting information, apologising
(for bumping), polite inquiries.

TRAINING PLAN 2: SHOPPING SUCCESSFULLY
Overall training Aim: to enable students to confidently engage in various shopping
situations, from Browse and inquiring to purchasing and handling potential issues.
Objectives: By the end of this session, participants will be able to:
— ask for assistance and inquire about products (size, colour, features);
— understand prices and ask about payment methods;
— negotiate (if appropriate in context) or discuss discounts;
— handle returns, exchanges, or complaints politely;
— interact effectively with shop assistants and cashiers.
Materials: Whiteboard/flipchart, markers, mock ’items for sale’ (e.g., pictures of
clothes, electronics), mock ’receipts’, handouts with key phrases.
ACTIVITY BREAKDOWN:
Warm-up: «My Last Purchase»



Activity: Participants quickly describe the last item they bought and why.
Trainer input: Introduce the session’s aim and scenarios.
Browse & Inquiring

Trainer input: Introduce phrases for asking for help (e.g., «Excuse me, do you work
here?», «Could you help me find...?»), inquiring about products (e.g., «Do you have this
in a larger size?», « What colours does this come in?», «Is this on offer?»). Review
comparatives/superlatives for choosing.
Activity: «Department Store Scavenger Hunt» — Students are given a list of items to
«find» in a mock store (using images/descriptions) and must formulate questions to
’ask’ shop assistants about them.

Purchasing & Payment
Trainer input: Focus on cashier interactions (e.g., «4Are you paying by cash or card? »,
«Can I have a receipt, please?», «Can I get cashback? »).
Role-play: «At the Till» — Students practise buying items, asking for bags,
understanding loyalty schemes, and paying.

Returns, Exchanges & Complaints

Trainer input: Introduce vocabulary for problems (e.g., faulty, damaged, wrong size).
Functional language for polite complaints/requests (e.g., «/d like to return this,
please.», «I’'m afraid there’s a problem with...», « Could I exchange this for...?»).
Activity: «Customer Service Challenge» — Pairs role-play scenarios involving returning
a faulty item, exchanging a gift, or complaining about a missing part.

Wrap-up & Takeaways
Plenary discussion: What was the most useful phrase for you today? What’s
challenging about shopping in English?
Trainer feedback: Offer specific feedback on clarity and politeness.

LANGUAGE FOCUS
Grammar: Present Simple for general inquiries, Present Perfect for recent
purchases/problems, modals for requests («Could I...», «Can 1...»).
Vocabulary: Shopping-specific nouns (e.g., till, receipt, refund, aisle, fitting room),
adjectives for quality (e.g., broken, durable, cheap, expensive), verbs (e.g., to browse, to
purchase, to return, to exchange).
Functional language: Asking for help, inquiring about products, paying, complaining,
requesting.

TRAINING PLAN 3: DINING OUT WITH CONFIDENCE
Overall training aim: to enable students to comfortably and competently navigate
interactions in a restaurant setting, from making reservations to ordering food and
handling service issues.
Objectives: By the end of this session, participants will be able to:
— make and confirm a restaurant reservation;
— order food and drinks clearly and politely;
— ask about menu items, ingredients, and dietary requirements;
— handle minor service issues or politely complain if necessary;



— ask for and pay the bill.
Materials: Whiteboard/flipchart, markers, example menus (diverse cuisines), mock
’reservation book’, props (e.g., cutlery, napkins).
ACTIVITY BREAKDOWN
Warm-up: «My Favourite Dish»
Activity: Participants describe their favourite dish and where they like to eat it.
Trainer input: Introduce the session’s aim.
Making Reservations & Being Seated
Trainer input: Introduce functional language for making/confirming reservations (e.g.,
«l’d like to book a table for...», «Do you have any availability for...?»), and interacting
with hosts (e.g., «Table for two, pleasey», « We have a reservation under...»).
Activity: «Reservation Call» — In pairs, one person calls to make a reservation, the other
acts as the restaurant staff.
Ordering Food & Drink

Trainer input: Focus on polite ordering phrases (e.g., «I’ll have the...», «Could I get
the...?», «1'd like to order...»). Language for asking about menu items (e.g., «What’s in
the...?», «ls this spicy?», «Do you have any vegetarian options?»).
Activity: «Menu Explorersy — Students choose from example menus and practise
ordering a full meal and drinks, asking questions about the dishes.

Handling Service Issues & Paying the Bill
Trainer input: Introduce phrases for polite complaints (e.g., «Excuse me, this isn’'t what
[ ordered.», «My food is cold.», «Could we get some more water?»). Also, asking for
and paying the bill (e.g., «Could we have the bill, please?», «Can I pay by card?»).
Role-play: «Restaurant Scenarios» — Pairs practise dealing with a wrong order, a
missing item, or asking for separate bills.

Wrap-up & Takeaways
Plenary discussion: What was the trickiest part of ordering in English? What new
phrases will you use?
Trainer feedback: Provide feedback on politeness and clarity.

Grammar: Polite modals («Could I...», «Would you like...»), passive voice for menu
descriptions, conditionals for hypothetical problems.

TRAINING PLAN 4: NAVIGATING THE TRAIN STATION
Overall training aim: to equip students with the practical language needed to
confidently navigate a train station, from purchasing tickets to understanding
announcements and handling delays.
Objectives: By the end of this session, participants will be able to:



— purchase train tickets for various journeys (single, return, different classes);
—ask for and understand information about train schedules, platforms, and connections;
— inquire about and understand reasons for train delays or cancellations;
— ask for directions to station facilities (toilets, cafes, lost property);
— report a lost item.
Materials: Whiteboard/flipchart, markers, example train timetables/departure boards,
mock train tickets, handouts with key phrases.
ACTIVITY BREAKDOWN
Warm-up: «My Train Journey»
Activity: Participants share (in pairs) a brief positive or negative train journey
experience.
Trainer input: Introduce the session’s aim and focus.
Buying Tickets & Inquiring About Fares
Trainer input: Introduce key vocabulary (e.g., ticket office, platform, single/return, first
class/standard, peak/off-peak, fare). Functional language for buying tickets (e.g., «4
single to..., please», «How much is a return ticket to...?»).
Activity: «Ticket Office Role-play» — Students practise buying different types of tickets
(e.g., «a single to London, standard class, next available train,» «a return to Manchester,
first class, open returny).
Understanding Schedules & Platforms
Trainer input: Focus on understanding train timetables and departure boards.
Functional language for asking about trains (e.g., « Which platform is the train to...?»,
«What time does the next train to... leave?», «Is this train stopping at...?»).
Activity: «Information Desk Inquiry» — One student is a passenger, the other is a station
staff member. Passenger asks about various train routes, times, and platforms.
Dealing with Delays & Lost Property
Trainer input: Introduce vocabulary for delays/cancellations. Functional language for
asking about problems (e.g., «Is this train delayed?», « Why is the train to X
cancelled?», «Where is the lost property office?», «I’'ve lost my bag.»).
Role-play: «Problem at the Station» — Scenarios involving a delayed train, a lost item,
or needing help finding a specific facility.
Wrap-up & Takeaways
Plenary discussion: What was the most helpful language for station interactions? What
areas need more practice?
Trainer feedback: Provide feedback on clarity and confidence.
LANGUAGE FOCUS
Grammar: Question forms (Wh- questions, Yes/No questions), future tenses (for
schedules/predictions), Present Perfect (for delays).
Vocabulary: Station-specific nouns (e.g., platform, ticket barrier, timetable, waiting
room, departure, arrival), verbs (e.g., to depart, to arrive, to connect), adjectives (e.g.,
delayed, cancelled, urgent).
Functional language: Requesting information, confirming details, reporting issues,
asking for directions within the station.



TRAINING PLAN 5: COMMUNICATING AT THE BEACH & LEISURE
Overall training aim: to equip students with practical English for leisure and social
interactions in relaxed outdoor settings, such as a beach or park.
Objectives: By the end of this session, participants will be able to:
— comment on the weather and express enjoyment of the environment;
— suggest and agree/disagree with leisure activities;
— inquire about facilities and services in a casual setting;
— engage in polite, informal social interactions with others;
— ask for or offer simple help.
Materials: Whiteboard/flipchart, markers, pictures of various beach/park activities,
props (e.g., sunglasses, book, sun cream).
ACTIVITY BREAKDOWN
Warm-up: «My Ideal Outdoor Day»
Activity: Participants describe their ideal day spent outdoors, focusing on activities and
weather.
Trainer input: Introduce the session’s focus on leisure conversations.
Commenting on the Environment & Weather
Trainer input: Introduce phrases for commenting on good/bad weather (e.g., «Lovely
weather, isn '’z it?», «It’s a bit chilly today», «The sea looks inviting!»). Adjectives for
describing scenery and conditions.
Activity: «Picture This» — Show various outdoor pictures (beach, park, mountains).
Students comment on the scene and imagine the weather/activities.
Suggesting & Agreeing/Disagreeing on Activities
Trainer input: Focus on functional language for making suggestions (e.g., «Shall we go
for a swim?», «How about a walk?», « Would you fancy...?»), and for
agreeing/disagreeing politely (e.g., «That sounds great!», «I’'m not really in the mood
for...», «Maybe another time.»).
Activity: «Leisure Plan» — In pairs, students plan a short outing (e.g., a few hours at the
beach/park), suggesting and agreeing/disagreeing on activities.
Inquiring About Facilities & Offering Help
Trainer input: Introduce phrases for asking about facilities (e.g., «4re there changing
rooms nearby?», «Is there a cafe around here?») and offering/asking for simple help
(e.g., «Can | help you with that?», «Could you possibly...?»).
Role-play: «Beach/Park Encounters» — Scenarios like asking a stranger to watch your
bag, asking for help with sunscreen, inquiring about kayak rentals, or looking for a
public toilet.
Wrap-up & Takeaways
Plenary discussion: What was the easiest/hardest part of these casual conversations?
What will you remember for your next outdoor outing?
Trainer feedback: Provide encouraging feedback, focusing on naturalness and
spontaneity.
LANGUAGE FOCUS
Grammar: Present Simple/Continuous for ongoing activities, suggestions using «Shall
we...?», «How about...?», questions about existence («Are there...», «Is there...»).



Vocabulary: Leisure-specific nouns (e.g., sunscreen, towel, waves, lifeguard, ice cream,
picnic), verbs (e.g., to sunbathe, to swim, to relax), adjectives for describing
weather/environment.

Functional language: Making suggestions, expressing preferences, asking about
facilities, offering/asking for help, casual social interaction.
