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Description of the discipline

The discipline program is focused on deep and thorough assimilation by students of the
theoretical and practical foundations of international trade regulation by the World Trade
Organization. The course "Procedures of the World Trade Organization” covers the following
blocks of questions: the development of the world trade system from the GATT to the WTO, the
description of goals, areas of activity, the functions of the WTO and its structure, decision-making
in the WTO, the procedure for joining the WTO, regulation of trade in goods within the framework
of the WTO and countering unfair trade practices.
