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The dissertation is devoted to the study of the use of the practice of the European
Court of Human Rights in the adoption of decisions in civil cases by national courts of
Ukraine. The work focuses on clarifying the legal nature of the ECtHR’s practice,
determining its place within the system of sources of Ukrainian law, analyzing the
features of its application by national courts in the protection of civil, family, housing
and labor rights, as well as developing scientifically grounded approaches to ensuring
the effective application of Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and
Fundamental Freedoms standards in civil cases.

The first chapter «Theoretical and Legal Foundations for the Use of the Practice
of the European Court of Human Rights in Civil Cases by National Courts» examines
the concept, legal nature and legal basis for the use of ECtHR practice by national
courts in civil cases. Doctrinal approaches to understanding the concept of «kECtHR
practice» were analyzed and it is proposed to understand it as a special type of judicial
practice resulting from the jurisdictional activity of the European Court of Human
Rights concerning the protection of rights guaranteed by the Convention for the
Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms, characterized by law-
enforcement, law-interpretation and supervisory components, as well as the attribute
of a source of law. The main features of ECtHR practice were identified. It is argued
that the legal nature of ECtHR practice should be understood as a special type of
judicial practice with a three-component structure, including law-enforcement, law-
interpretation and supervisory components.

The norms of current legislation were analyzed and five levels of legal regulation
for the use of ECtHR practice in national judiciary were identified: constitutional,
international law obligations, special, sectoral and jurisdictional levels. Amendments
to the Law of Ukraine «On the Execution of Decisions and the Application of the
Practice of the European Court of Human Rights» were proposed.

The second chapter «The Use of the Practice of the European Court of Human
Rights in Specific Civil Cases by National Courts» examines the application of ECtHR
practice in disputes arising from civil, family, housing and labor relations. In studying
the use of ECtHR practice in cases arising from civil relations, the focus was on

analyzing decisions concerning the protection of property and personal non-property



rights. It was established that in ECtHR practice, the concept of «property» has an
autonomous character and is broader than in Ukrainian civil legislation. Property
interests that are not protected under Article 1 of the First Protocol to the Convention
were identified and analyzed. It is argued that contractual obligations forming
legitimate property interests and the parties’ expectations fall under the protection of
the Convention. Changes to the Civil Code of Ukraine within the framework of
ongoing recodification, aligning the concept of «property» with ECtHR practice, were
also examined. Standards and criteria for the protection of personal non-property rights
in the practice of the ECtHR and in the practice of national courts were analyzed.

The practice of the ECtHR and national courts in cases concerning the protection
of family rights was examined. The approach to applying ECtHR practice in family
disputes was analyzed, according to which national courts must prioritize an individual
assessment of the «best interests of the child». It was emphasized that judicial
proceedings should be thorough, prompt and impartial, as inaction or undue delay may
itself constitute interference in family life. The ECtHR’s approach to ensuring the right
to maintain contact with a child as part of the right to respect for family life under
Acrticle 8 of the Convention was summarized. It was established that parents of children
born out of wedlock enjoy equal rights to contact with their child.

It was established that the right to respect for family life, within the meaning of
Article 8 of the Convention, may include relationships between grandparents and
grandchildren if there are close and stable personal ties. It is argued that restrictions or
prohibitions on contact imposed by parents cannot automatically take precedence over
the interests of the child. The «best interests of the child» have been identified as the
key criterion for assessing the legality of such restrictions, which led to a proposal to
amend Part 2 of Article 257 of the Family Code of Ukraine to ensure the priority of the
rights and interests of the child over the interests of adults.

The practice of the ECtHR in cases arising from housing-related legal relations
was examined. The ECtHR’s approach to the protection of housing rights in the context
of Article 8 of the Convention was summarized, according to which the concept of
«homey has an autonomous character and includes any premises with which a person

has a stable, actual and emotional connection, regardless of the existence of a formal



legal title. It was demonstrated that state interference with the right to housing, in
particular in the form of eviction, is permissible only if it is lawful, pursues a legitimate
aim and complies with the principle of proportionality. It was noted that current
national legislation does not contain a systematic obligation for such an assessment,
which creates a risk of formally lawful but disproportionate interference incompatible
with ECtHR practice, thereby justifying the need for the normative enshrinement of
the principles of proportionality and social justice.

Approaches of the ECtHR to the protection of labor rights in the context of
Atrticles 4, 8, 10, 11 and 14 of the Convention were systematized. It was established
that interference with the private and professional life of an employee, including
dismissal, suspension or monitoring of communications, falls under the protection of
Article 8 of the Convention. It was emphasized that an employee’s freedom of
expression requires an assessment of the public interest, the good faith and motives of
the employee, the proportionality of measures and the availability of alternative
internal mechanisms for resolving conflicts. The specifics of applying Article 4 of the
Convention, which covers the prohibition of slavery, servitude and forced labor, were
analyzed. It was noted that this article acquires particular significance in conditions of
war and occupation.

The third chapter «Development of National Legislation of Ukraine in
Accordance with the Standards of the European Court of Human Rights» examines the
compliance and proper application of ECtHR practice and its impact on harmonizing
Ukrainian substantive and procedural civil law with European standards. An analysis
of the content of the right to a fair trial was conducted and its organizational and
procedural elements were identified. Problems related to the use of ECtHR practice by
national courts were investigated. Criteria for the application of ECtHR practice were
outlined, noting that references to ECtHR decisions are not necessary if the dispute is
sufficiently regulated by national law and such law is consistent with the provisions of
the Convention.

It is substantiated that the implementation of European standards into the
national legal framework manifests at the levels of lawmaking, law enforcement and

legal interpretation. It was noted that ECtHR practice has become a driving force for



changes in both civil and civil procedural law, outlining new standards for
understanding, ensuring and protecting human rights. Specific provisions of the Civil
Code of Ukraine and the Civil Procedure Code of Ukraine, as well as the main
directions of their modernization, were analyzed.
