The dissertation provides a theoretical generalisation and proposes a new solution
to an important scientific problem, namely substantiating the theoretical and
methodological foundations and developing practice-oriented instruments of public
diplomacy for Ukraine’s economic recovery under the conditions of war, post-war
reconstruction, and intensifying global competition for resources, trust, and coalition
support. It is demonstrated that in contemporary international economic relations public
diplomacy should be understood not as an auxiliary informational accompaniment to
foreign policy, but as an infrastructure for generating trust, reputation, and legitimacy of

a state’s economic presence abroad, one that affects sovereign risk parameters,



verification costs for external partners, contractual conditions, and the scale and
predictability of financial, investment, and technological flows.

It is argued that for Ukraine the significance of public diplomacy increases
substantially because of the simultaneous interaction of three processes: the strong
dependence of macro-financial stability on external support, the need for multi-year
financing of reconstruction, and competition for long-term private capital in an
environment of heightened security uncertainty. In this context, public diplomacy is
defined as a mechanism for reducing information asymmetry between Ukraine and
external donors, creditors, investors, regulators, and professional communities, capable
of converting international attention and solidarity into reproducible economic decisions,
provided that adequate evidentiary support, procedural transparency, and institutional
coherence are ensured.

The study deepens the conceptual foundations of public diplomacy within the
system of contemporary international economic relations. Its multi-actor character is
demonstrated, along with its relationship to the categories of soft power, economic
diplomacy, nation branding, and strategic communications. Its economic nature is
further revealed through its influence on expectations, reputational assessments, and the
legitimacy of decisions. It is substantiated that the interaction between public diplomacy
and economic diplomacy has a two-layer logic: public diplomacy creates an
environment of acceptability and trustworthiness, whereas economic diplomacy
institutionalises this trust in the form of agreements, guarantees, financial programmes,
projects, and contractual mechanisms. As a result, the state’s intangible resources
acquire measurable economic content.

Methodological approaches to examining the impact of public diplomacy on
economic processes are systematised. It is shown that any scientifically sound
assessment of its effectiveness requires a clear distinction between immediate outputs,
intermediate perceptual outcomes, and final economic effects. An integrated
methodological logic is proposed in which communication signals, the international

media environment, and narratives are treated as the initial link in the causal chain,



whereas trust, legitimacy, willingness to cooperate, and shifts in the behavioural
intentions and decisions of external actors are interpreted as mediators between
communication and macroeconomic results. The study substantiates the expediency of
combining content analysis, an index-based approach, lagged comparisons, composite
indicators, and source triangulation in order to reduce the risk of false attribution.

The conceptual and categorical framework of the study is refined through the
introduction of the notion of a reputational gap, interpreted as a persistent discrepancy
between the guarantees, rules, and public commitments declared by the state and the
actual, reproducible practices of their implementation that are available for external
verification. It is shown that the magnitude of this gap determines the cost of capital, the
level of requirements for audit, control, insurance, and compliance and, accordingly,
directly affects the capacity of reputational potential to be transformed into investment
potential. On this basis, a causal-institutional model of public diplomacy is developed,
explaining the transition from internal institutional trustworthiness to external
reputational credibility and, subsequently, to decisions on financing, guarantees, lending,
and investment.

In the course of generalising the international experience of post-conflict
reconstruction, the dissertation demonstrates that public diplomacy is effective above all
when combined with donor coordination, joint verification of progress, transparent
procedures for the use of funds, open registers, and institutional mechanisms for
translating trust into concrete programmes and projects. Comparative analysis of post-
conflict cases reveals an asymmetry between donor flows and private capital: official
assistance can respond more rapidly to political legitimation and humanitarian-security
arguments, whereas private investors typically enter with a lag, after sufficient evidence
has accumulated regarding institutional capacity, predictability of law enforcement, and
the availability of risk-mitigation instruments. For Ukraine, this conclusion has direct
practical significance, as it points to the need to move from a model of mobilisational
persuasion to a model of managed evidence, accountability, and partner-oriented service

support.



The state of Ukraine’s public diplomacy under conditions of war and recovery iS
diagnosed. The analysis shows that its strengths include Ukraine’s high international
visibility, the preservation of coalition support, a strong presidential communication
track, the development of digital platforms for mobilising resources, and a cultural-
reputational infrastructure of long duration. At the same time, a number of limitations
are identified, including fragmented coordination, insufficient standardisation of the
evidence base, uneven quality of institutional communication, a gap between high trust
In institutions of resilience and lower trust in institutions of governance, and heightened
sensitivity among external partners to issues of audit, anti-corruption safeguards, and
procedural traceability in the use of funds. It is substantiated that further strengthening
the effectiveness of Ukraine’s public diplomacy depends on the institutionalisation of
evidence-based practice, the reduction of coordination losses, and the creation of a
system for regular measurement of results.

An empirical assessment of the relationship between public diplomacy and
Ukraine’s economic indicators is carried out through a quarterly comparison of the
international media environment surrounding Ukraine and macro-financial indicators. A
reproducible media-analytics procedure based on the Global Database of Events,
Language, and Tone (GDELT 2.0) is proposed. It includes cleaning the information
array, distinguishing between wartime and economic-recovery message contours,
constructing indicators of mention intensity and media positivity, and testing for lagged
effects. The empirical results show that the fastest response is observed in the market
channel, where changes in the tone of the international information environment are
associated with shifts in sovereign risk assessments. For external borrowing, moderate
associations are identified within the current and subsequent quarters, whereas grant
inflows exhibit a more delayed and asymmetric sensitivity to international attention,
which corresponds to the logic of the political and procedural inertia of donor decisions.

A separate part of the research is devoted to global trends in the development of
public diplomacy and their economic significance. It is established that the

contemporary world is marked by the growing importance of such directions as the



platformisation of international attention, the digitalisation and algorithmisation of
public communication, the institutionalisation of counter-disinformation efforts, the
materialisation of soft power through education, healthcare, development programmes,
and cultural cooperation, as well as the increasing role of geoeconomic and climate
narratives in shaping access to finance, markets, and technologies. It is demonstrated
that for Ukraine taking these trends into account is indispensable in view of the
transition from the wartime mobilisation of support to the long-term positioning of the
state as a reliable, predictable, and institutionally compatible partner in reconstruction
and European integration.

Institutional and communicative mechanisms of public diplomacy in securing
international financing and investment are substantiated. Public diplomacy is proposed
to be understood as a regime of trust management in which international attention is
converted into financial decisions not through the intensity of messages as such, but
through a coordinated cycle of thesis-data-procedure-responsible actor-verified result.
An operational model of inter-agency coordination is proposed, comprising a matrix of
roles, standards for preparing the evidentiary base, open performance dashboards, a
service-oriented logic for accompanying investors and donors, and mechanisms for rapid
response to information risks. It is demonstrated that under such conditions public
diplomacy reduces the risk premium, shortens decision-making cycles, and increases the
predictability of resource mobilisation.

The scientific novelty of the results is further strengthened by the strategic model
of public diplomacy for Ukraine’s economic recovery up to 2035 developed in the
dissertation. Within this model, a development vision, strategic and tactical goals,
audience segmentation, a system of key messages, a set of instruments, a list of
responsible actors, indicators of intermediate and final results, and mechanisms of
monitoring and adjustment are integrated into a single framework. The central idea of
the model is a transition from fragmented communication activity to a managed policy
of economic recovery in which trust, coalition legitimacy, and international attention are

consistently converted into financial, investment, technological, and human flows. The



practical significance of this model lies in the possibility of applying it to improve state
policy in the spheres of public diplomacy, international financing, risk reduction for
private capital, the construction of portfolios of reconstruction projects, and the
enhancement of the quality of Ukraine’s interaction with donors, creditors, investors,
and international institutions.

Thus, the dissertation demonstrates that under conditions of war and post-war
recovery public diplomacy should be embedded in the system of economic policy as an
instrument for managing expectations, risks, and trust. Its effectiveness is determined
not by the sheer scale of communication presence, but by the state’s capacity to ensure
verifiability of data, consistency in fulfilling commitments, transparency of procedures,
and reproducibility of institutional practices. Only under these conditions does
international support acquire a long-term character, while public diplomacy becomes
one of the factors shaping Ukraine’s financial resilience, investment attractiveness, and

strategic capacity in the process of post-war economic recovery.
