ABSTRACT

In this thesis, the author proposes a solution to a pressing challenge in the
current state of international economic relations, namely the development of
scientific approaches and the formulation of recommendations regarding the
reconstruction of Ukraine following the end of russia's full-scale aggression.
Addressing this challenge involves the systematization, theoretical substantiation,
and generalization of post-war reconstruction practices in Germany after World War
II, particularly through the lens of macroeconomic assistance and external
investment attraction. Specifically, the concept of "post-war reconstruction" has
been refined: unlike the positions of other authors, it is defined as a comprehensive
process of economic, institutional, and security recovery of a state following or
during a large-scale armed conflict, encompassing not only the physical
reconstruction of destroyed infrastructure, but also the stabilization of the
macroeconomic environment, restoration of human capital, modernization of the
economy, attraction of international macroeconomic assistance and foreign
investment, and integration of the state into international economic and security
structures with the aim of ensuring long-term peace, sustainable economic

development, and enhanced national competitiveness.

Through comparative analysis, structural and statistical similarities between
the economic challenges faced by Germany and Ukraine as a result of war have been

demonstrated, particularly regarding the loss of human capital, territory, and the



decline of key economic indicators. Through the comparative analysis, the similarity
in the dynamics of the economic recovery processes during the large-scale foreign
assistance 1s identified. The study confirms that the implementation of a modern
"Marshall Plan" — preserving its core approaches based on the historical experience
of international assistance to West Germany — holds significant potential for ensuring
Ukraine's successful post-war reconstruction following the war with Russia.
Existing and potential pathways, as well as prospective sectors for attracting
macroeconomic assistance and foreign investment, are identified, the consideration
of which will allow for more effective implementation of a future Marshall Plan for

Ukraine.

In the course of the research, theoretical approaches to post-war state recovery
were deepened through the systematization of existing historical and contemporary
practices. The development of scientific approaches demonstrated that, despite the
impossibility of establishing universal rules for all post-war contexts, certain core
reconstruction measures remain relevant in the majority of cases. The critical role of
macroeconomic assistance from allied states — including through institutional
development and direct financial support for recovery efforts — has been established.
The necessity of attracting foreign investment for most countries undergoing post-
war reconstruction has also been substantiated. In particular, the key advantages of
foreign direct investment (FDI) have been systematized, consisting of access to
knowledge and technology, capital, job creation, and the overall revitalization of an

economy despite the crisis conditions caused by war.

The dissertation also identifies the main actors involved in post-war
reconstruction, including intergovernmental organizations, supranational structures,
non-governmental organizations, the private sector, civil society, and others. The

author provides a detailed description of the roles of each identified actor at the post-



war reconstruction stage, which has allowed for the formulation of recommendations

for effective post-war recovery with consideration of such actors' involvement.

In order to determine the main approaches to be applied for Ukraine's effective
post-war reconstruction, a detailed analysis of the Marshall Plan for Germany was
conducted. The key measures that contributed to the effective post-war
reconstruction of Western Europe after World War Il were identified, among which
direct macro-financial assistance from the United States, consultations and
stimulation of economic reforms, and the facilitation of economic integration among
European countries were separately highlighted. The study employs an
interdisciplinary approach, demonstrating in particular the geopolitical significance

of the Marshall Plan in countering the spread of communism in Europe.

Special emphasis is placed on the fact that the Marshall Plan was applied to
Germany — the primary instigator of the war — and that one of its intended outcomes
was the prevention of a resurgence of German military potential. For Ukraine, by
contrast, a key objective of post-war economic recovery must be the development of

sufficient military capability and armed forces to deter russia in the future.

Drawing on systematized theoretical approaches to post-war reconstruction,
the identified instruments of West Germany's reconstruction under the Marshall
Plan, and taking into account the current context and specific challenges of the war
in Ukraine, the author formulates a series of recommendations for Ukraine's post-
war recovery. Particular emphasis is placed on measures that will promote
macroeconomic support and the attraction of foreign investment in the post-war
period. By analogy with the historical Marshall Plan, the necessity of involving EU
and US representative organizations in the reconstruction process is also
underscored. Recommendations are provided regarding the empowerment of a

specific executive body with clear reconstruction mandates. The need for state



facilitation and coordination of actors involved in reconstruction, including the non-

governmental sector, is emphasized.

Separately, the author examined the necessary steps to ensure Ukraine's
defense capability in the post-war period through deeper integration into NATO's
international security architecture, the adoption of a national defense doctrine, and
the financing of the Ukrainian armed forces. Key existing options for claiming
reparations from the aggressor state in favor of Ukraine are identified and analyzed,
with a view to enabling more effective reconstruction. Drawing a parallel with the
European integration processes that emerged as a result of the historical Marshall
Plan, an action plan for Ukraine's accession to the EU and for securing reconstruction
support at this stage is proposed, along with sectors identified as having high

potential for attracting FDI during the post-war reconstruction phase.
