The dissertation is one of the first comprehensive legal studies in Ukraine of the
reform of the Supreme Court in accordance with the standards of the Council of
Europe, conducted in the context of the country’s European integration course and the
armed aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine.

The relevance of the research topic is determined by the profound and persistent
gap between the constitutionally proclaimed independence of the Supreme Court and
its actual implementation in judicial practice. Ukraine’s acquisition in 2022 of the
status of EU candidate country transformed judicial reform into a structural obligation
of the state: compliance with the European Commission’s requirements regarding the
reform of judicial governance bodies became one of the seven mandatory conditions
for opening accession negotiations. The corruption scandal of 2023, involving the
arrest of the Head of the Supreme Court V. Kniazev for receiving an unlawful benefit
of USD 2.7 million, confirmed that the problems of independence and integrity within

the highest judicial body of the state are systemic rather than incidental. The European



Commission Reports of 2023 and 2024 recorded only partial fulfilment by Ukraine of
its commitments in the judicial sphere, indicating the persistence of structural risks and
confirming the need for comprehensive scientific analysis.

The structure of the dissertation is determined by the research objectives and
comprises three sections, the subsections of which examine the following issues: the
historical and legal foundations of the formation of the Supreme Court as an institution
of judicial power; the legal status of the Supreme Court within the court organisation
system of Ukraine following the 2016 constitutional reform; the role of the Supreme
Court in ensuring the rule of law; the ECtHR’s case law on the right to a fair trial with
respect to the independence of courts and judicial governance bodies; the Council of
Europe standards in the field of court organisation and the foreign experience of
reforming the supreme courts of Poland, Germany and the Baltic states; the legislative
framework for the reform of the Supreme Court in 2016-2024; systemic problems in
ensuring the independence and integrity of Supreme Court judges; and ways to improve
the legal regulation of the Supreme Court’s activities in accordance with European
standards.

In Section 1, “Theoretical and Legal Foundations of the Study of Supreme Court
Reform”, on the basis of an analysis of archival and normative sources, the author
proposes an original four-stage scientifically substantiated periodisation of the
formation of the Supreme Court as an institution of judicial power: the first stage
(1917-1922) — the era of the General Court of the Ukrainian People’s Republic and
the Supreme Court of the Western Ukrainian People’s Republic as the first independent
supreme judicial bodies of Ukraine; the second stage (1922-1991) — the Soviet model
of complete dependence on the party—state apparatus; the third stage (1991-2016) —
formation within an independent state while retaining inherited institutional
deformations; the fourth, contemporary stage (from 2016) — systemic reform in
accordance with European standards in the context of European integration and armed
aggression. The legal status of the Supreme Court following the 2016 constitutional

reform is examined, and the author’s understanding of the four-element system of its



functions in ensuring the rule of law — comprising protective, system-forming,
supervisory and law-shaping components — is substantiated.

In Section 2, “International Legal Standards and Foreign Experience of
Reforming Supreme Judicial Bodies”, a systematic analysis of the ECtHR’s case law
Is conducted with reference to the cases of Oleksandr VVolkov v. Ukraine, Reczkowicz
v. Poland, Grzg¢da v. Poland, Denisov v. Ukraine, and others. It is established that the
ECtHR’s case law, the recommendations of the Venice Commission and the opinions
of the CCJE constitute mutually complementary normative systems: the ECtHR sets
minimum binding requirements through the adjudication of specific cases, while the
Venice Commission and CCJE translate these requirements into systemic
recommendations for the organisation of judicial institutions. A comparative analysis
Is conducted of the experience of reforming the supreme courts of Poland (as a warning
regarding the risks of “captured justice”), the Federal Republic of Germany (as a model
of preventive constitutionalism) and the Baltic states (as the closest analogue of
successful post-Soviet transformation). On the basis of this analysis, the principle of
“differentiated borrowing” is formulated for the adaptation of foreign reform
experience to Ukrainian conditions.

In Section 3, “Reforming the Supreme Court in the Context of Ukraine’s
European Integration Course: Current State, Problems and Prospects”, a systematic
analysis of the legislative framework of 2016-2024 is conducted, revealing five
structural tendencies: reactive law-making; normative instability; a gap between norms
and practice; European integration determination of legislative decisions; and
insufficient monitoring of effectiveness. Seven key problems in the sphere of
independence and integrity of Supreme Court judges are identified and systematised:
the advisory status of the Public Integrity Council’s opinions; the systemic
ineffectiveness of the High Council of Justice’s disciplinary mechanism; the absence
of an independent declaration verification mechanism; the corporate insularity of the
judiciary; the residual influence of the executive branch; deformed institutional
memory; and excessive procedural caseload.

For the first time in the dissertation:



— an original four-stage scientifically substantiated periodisation of the
formation of the Supreme Court as an institution of judicial power is proposed:;

— the concept of “systemic reform of justice” is developed and substantiated,
comprising three indispensable and interdependent components — normative,
institutional and cultural — the absence of any one of which makes a genuine reform
outcome impossible;

—asystem of original proposals de lege ferenda is formulated, encompassing the
constitutional, legislative, institutional and cultural levels of reform and including:
constitutional entrenchment of independence guarantees under the model of preventive
constitutionalism; strengthening of the legal status of the PIC’s opinions; reform of the
HCJ disciplinary mechanism; development of systemic judicial education; codification
of court organisation legislation in a unified Judicial Code of Ukraine; and
constitutional entrenchment of the principle of irreversibility of reforms.

The following provisions have been improved in the dissertation:

— the scientific understanding of the system of functions of the Supreme Court
in ensuring the rule of law: protective, system-forming, supervisory and law-shaping;

— the classification of systemic problems in the legislative framework for the
reform of the Supreme Court according to the criterion of their nature — normative,
institutional and cultural;

— the provisions regarding the mechanisms for the participation of international
experts in the procedures for selecting Supreme Court judges, based on a comparative
analysis of the HACC and HQCJ experience;

— the provisions regarding the conformity of the reforms undertaken with the
Council of Europe standards in the sphere of judicial independence and integrity.

The following provisions have received further development in the dissertation:

— provisions on the genesis of the Supreme Court as an institution of judicial
power in Ukraine from the Kyivan Rus period to the present day;

— scientific views on the principle of “differentiated borrowing” in adapting

foreign experience of supreme court reform to Ukrainian conditions;



— arguments for the necessity of systematic codification of court organisation
legislation in a unified Judicial Code of Ukraine as a means of overcoming normative
fragmentation and ensuring the stability of reforms.

The practical significance of the results obtained lies in the fact that the
dissertation has a theoretical and applied character, and its conclusions and proposals
may be used in: scholarly research — for further study of the legal foundations of
judicial reform; law-making — for improving legislation on court organisation, the
status of judges and judicial governance; law enforcement — for enhancing the
effectiveness of mechanisms for ensuring the independence and integrity of judges;
and the educational process of higher education institutions — in lecture and practical
courses on: “Legal Institutions of Ukraine”, “Constitutional Law of Ukraine”, “Current
Issues of Constitutional Law and Procedure”.
