The dissertation is devoted to the study of black PR in election campaigns from

a theoretical and methodological perspective.

Using a complex of general scientific and special research methods, black pR

in election campaigns has been examined as a phenomenon of the contemporary

political process. It is more complex than it may seem at first glance and certainly

cannot be reduced merely to negative messages about opponents. In reality, it
represents a comprehensive system of informational influence functioning within
,election campaigns.

The conducted research established that black PR is currently used quite

frequently and in various forms. It may be explicit, when information is presented

directly, or hidden, when negativity is created through hints or partially truthful

messages. In many cases, it becomes part of an overall electoral strategy rather than a

random element. It was determined that the foundation of black PR lies in influencing

the emotional sphere of voters. This is more important than it may appear, since
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emotions often operate faster than analytical thinking. Information may be presented
with distorted context or with emphasis placed only on selected details, which is
sometimes sufficient to create the desired impression.

It was revealed that the modern digital environment has significantly
strengthened the effect of such technologies. Social networks, messengers, and online
platforms create conditions in which information spreads very rapidly and almost

.uncontrollably. A single post or video may reach a wide audience within a short
period of time, even without fact-checking. It was found that the effectiveness of
black PR depends on numerous factors. An important role is played by the level of
trust in the media, as well as by the political culture of society and the ability of
citizens to critically evaluate information. Where these indicators are weaker, the
influence of such technologies becomes stronger and more noticeable.

The conducted studies established that black PR affects not only individual
political actors. It changes the overall atmosphere of the electoral process, generates

distrust, intensifies skepticism, and sometimes even causes disappointment in politics

.itself. This occurs gradually, without abrupt changes, but the result is clearly

noticeable. It was also found that the modern information space is oversaturated.

People face a huge amount of information every day, and not all of it is verified. In
such an environment, it becomes difficult to distinguish facts from manipulations.

Therefore, under modern conditions, black PR has a significantly greater impact than

before.

Scientific Novelty of the Obtained Results

A comprehensive study of black PR in election campaigns established that it
cannot be considered merely an auxiliary instrument of political struggle. It is a much

,broader phenomenon that has gradually acquired a systemic character and begun

influencing the very structure of the electoral process. Today, its functioning is

closely connected with the development of digital media, social networks, and new

forms of political communication, which have significantly transformed methods of
influencing voters.
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' For the first time, it was determined that black PR should be considered a

multi-level communication practice simultaneously operating on informational,
psychological, and social levels. Such an approach makes it possible to move away
from the simplified interpretation of this phenomenon as merely ,,negative

campaigning" and toward understanding it as a complex system of influence on
political consciousness. In this context, it is important that black pR does not always
have a direct and obvious nature; sometimes it operates covertly through emotional
messages or partially truthful information.

It was revealed that modern strategies of black PR are significantly changing
'under the influence o[ the information environment. While traditional media
previously played the main role, social networks and online platforms have now
become the primary arena. It is precisely here that rapid and often uncontrolled

circulation of information is formed, allowing compromising materials to spread

almost instantly. At the same time, public reaction is often emotional rather than

rational, which increases the effectiveness of such technologies.

It was established that the effectiveness of black PR largely depends on the

level of political culture within society. Where critical thinking is weaker and trust in

media is unstable, such technologies operate much more effectively. Under these
'conditions, even unverilied information may form stable political attitudes among

voters. This creates additional risks for democratic processes and affects the quality

of elections.

It was also established that the imperatives of black PR are formed not

accidentally but as a response to the demands of the political environment. These

involve certain social expectations, fears, and attitudes that may be used in electoral

technologies. In many cases, these imperatives determine the logic behind the

construction of negative information campaigns. They are not always rational, but

they function effectively on the level of emotional perception.

first time, it was proven that electoral attitudes directly influence the

black PR strategies. Political actors focus not only on programmatic

goals but also on the expectations of the electorate, which often leads to the use of
manipulative technologies. As a result, black PR becomes not an accidental
phenomenon but a deliberate part of an electoral strategy that takes voter psychology

into account.

It was found that under modern conditions black PR acquires the
characteristics of a holistic phenomenon. This means that it cannot be analyzed

separately from other elements of the political system. It interacts with media,

political culture, social structures, and even the international information
environment. Such an approach allows for a better understanding of the complexity
of its functioning.

It was established that the procedural nature of black PR is manifested in the

.constant 
transformation of its forms and methods. Within one election campaign,

classical compromising materials, emotional information attacks, and digital

manipulations through social networks may coexist. This creates the effect of multi-

level influence, which is difficult to identiff or neutralize unambiguously.

It was determined that the socio-structural features of black PR are defined by

the level of societal development and informational openness. In more fragmented

societies, such technologies are more effective because different informational

"bubbles" are formed more easily. As a result, voters receive different perceptions of
political reality, complicating the formation of a common understanding of political

processes.

It was revealed that the influence of black PR on electoral behavior is often

indirect. It does not always change a specific electoral choice but affects the general

level of trust in the political system. In some cases, this leads to political apathy or

refusal to participate in elections. This effect is one of the most dangerous for

democratic development.

For the first time, theoretical and methodological approaches to the analysis of
black PR in election canapaigns were generalized, and it was proposed to consider it

as a comprehensive phenomenon of contemporary political communication. Such an
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approach makes it possible to integrate different scientific perspectives and develop a
more holistic understanding of its role in the electoral process.

Practical Significance of the obtained Resurts

The obtained results expanded the understanding of black pR as a phenomenon
of the contemporary electoral proc not as something accidental or secondary,
'but as a rather systemic instrument of political communication that operates under
different conditions and manifests itself differently depending on the environment.
This allows for a more precise understanding of the logic of informational influence
during election campaigns, when the boundary between fact and interpretation often
becomes highly conditional.

The results of the research also expanded possibilities for analyzing voter
behavior under conditions of information overload. In the modern media

environment, individuals constantly encounter a large amount of information, part of
which has an emotional or manipulative character. Therefore, it is important to
'consider how such messages influence the perception of political processes.

Sometimes this occurs rapidly and almost imperceptibly through the repetition of
certain narratives or the creation of a negative background around political actors.

The results of the study were implemented into the educational process of the

Serhiy Konoval Department of Political Science and Philosophy at West Ukrainian

National University. They are used in teaching bachelor-level courses in political

Science within the educational program "International and Regional Political

Communications." This made it possible to update the content of academic courses

and bring them closer to the contemporary realities of political communication,

where information technologies play a key role and electoral processes largely

depend on the media environment.

Certain provisions of the dissertation were also taken into account in the

practical activities of the political party European Solidarity. They are used as an

analytical basis for assessilng the information environment during election campaigns,

understanding the risks of informational attacks, and analyzing the specifics of
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political message formation in the public sphere. This serves more as a supportive
analytical tool for understanding communication processes than as a ready-made
algorithm for action.

The research materials are also applied in the work of local and regional
authorities of the Ternopil oblast. This concerns improving the quality of
communication with the public, considering the informational context while
preparing public messages, and paying closer attention to possible interpretations of
'information. Under modern conditions, even neutral messages may acquire different
meanings depending on the informational environment in which they are

disseminated.

The practical significance also lies in the possibility of using certain results to
improve media literacy. This concerns the development of a critical attitude toward

information, the ability to recognize manipulative messages, and understanding the
mechanisms of their influence. Such an approach is important for reducing societal

vulnerability to negative informational technologies, especially during periods of
political activity.
