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The dissertation is one of the first comprehensive studies of the contract of

civil liability insurance in Ukrainian legal scholarship. The research focuses on an in-



depth examination of the civil liability insurance contract, its legal nature, functions
and the peculiarities of its regulation in Ukrainian and foreign legal systems.

The first chapter of the dissertation «Conceptual and Legal Foundations of the
Civil Liability Insurance Contract» highlights the leading role of civil liability
insurance in the modern system of legal relations, determined by its ability to provide
financial protection for victims and minimize the risk of material losses for
policyholders. The foundations of the legal regulation of this contract are analyzed
and it is established that the development of insurance legislation has been influenced
by the transition to a market economy, European integration processes, the COVID-
19 pandemic and Russia’s war against Ukraine, which necessitates its continuous
improvement.

The dissertation traces the genesis of the civil liability insurance contract,
revealing the impact of key regulatory acts on its formation and development as well
as the evolution from voluntary to compulsory types of insurance. It is emphasized
that the reform of insurance legislation has eliminated duplication in legal regulation
by harmonizing the current provisions of the Civil Code of Ukraine and special laws
regarding the object and subject matter of the insurance contract. The special
significance of the EU-Ukraine Association Agreement is highlighted in defining the
strategic directions for the development of national insurance legislation.

It has been substantiated that the object of civil liability insurance is not
property or life, but the policyholder’s legal liability toward third parties. The object
of insurance is characterized exclusively by a property-based nature and acquires
legal significance only upon the occurrence of the policyholder’s civil liability to
third parties. It is stated that the policyholder’s property interests are connected with
their obligation to compensate for damage caused to third parties. The main features
and functions of civil liability insurance have been identified.

The position is upheld that the legal nature of the civil liability insurance
contract is of a complex character as it combines elements of tort and contractual
liability. The combination of these elements makes it possible to achieve the purpose
of this type of insurance — protecting the rights and legitimate interests of the

policyholder, who has a material interest in insuring risks related to compensating the



damage they have caused to the injured party. It is noted that the payment of
insurance indemnity under a civil liability insurance contract directly depends on the
policyholder’s fault and its form (intent may exclude insurance coverage, whereas
negligence constitutes grounds for indemnification).

The second chapter «General Characteristics of the Civil Liability Insurance
Contract» examines the concept, types, features of this contract, the legal status of its
parties and the dynamics of its conclusion. In particular, the civil liability insurance
contract is proposed to be understood as an agreement between the insurer and the
policyholder, under which the insurer undertakes for a fee in the event of a specified
insured occurrence that has caused damage to third parties to make an insurance
payment in favor of the victims within the limits of the insured sum, while the
policyholder undertakes to make insurance payments on time and comply with the
terms of the contract.

The specific features of the civil liability insurance contract are identified and a
classification of its types is provided. The feasibility of introducing civil liability
insurance in the field of artificial intelligence is substantiated, namely through the
implementation of compulsory civil liability insurance for developers and providers
of high-risk Al systems. The introduction of mandatory civil liability insurance for
lawyers for damage caused by professional errors is also justified.

The necessity of unifying terminology in the field of liability insurance is
substantiated and the use of a single term «civil liability insurance» is proposed,
along with corresponding amendments to Ukrainian legislation.

The legal status of the insurer is examined as a system that includes
requirements for organizational and legal form, rights and obligations, guarantees and
restrictions as well as specific conditions for different types of insurance. It is
established that only a person with civil capacity and tort capacity can act as a
policyholder at the same time, the legislation provides mechanisms to protect the
interests of persons with limited capacity through the involvement of their legal
representatives. The rights and obligations of the parties to a civil liability insurance

contract are defined. Based on an analysis of current judicial practice the rights and



obligations of the parties to a civil liability insurance contract are further
distinguished.

It is established that the beneficiary in a civil liability insurance contract is a
separate subject of the insurance obligation, acquiring the right to claim against the
insurer upon the occurrence of an insured event. A distinctive feature of third-party
participation in insurance relations is its secondary nature, the deferred realization of
rights and the possibility for the beneficiary to directly approach the insurer
independently of the policyholder’s will.

It is noted that the pre-contractual stage in civil liability insurance is a key tool
for protecting the rights of policyholders. The possibility of applying a retroactive
date to civil liability insurance contracts is examined. The feasibility of dividing the
grounds for termination of a civil liability insurance contract into general and special
categories is substantiated.

It is substantiated that the interpretation of a civil liability insurance contract
should take into account not only the literal meaning of its terms but also the purpose
of the contract, the conduct of the parties before and after its conclusion, commercial
customs and the principles of good faith and reasonableness. In cases of ambiguity,
unclear provisions should be interpreted against the party that drafted them.

The third chapter «Foreign Experience in the Legal Regulation of Civil
Liability Insurance and Prospects for Its Implementation in Ukraine» emphasizes the
importance of comparative legal analysis as an effective tool for improving Ukrainian
insurance legislation, since it allows for the identification of efficient regulatory
mechanisms tested in other legal systems. The legislation of Germany and France in
the field of insurance is examined.

It is established that the provisions of German legislation in the field of civil
liability insurance are focused on the stability of obligations, fairness in risk
allocation and high standards of consumer protection in insurance services. Germany
has well-developed legislation on civil liability insurance related to professional
activities of lawyers, doctors, architects and vehicle owners, which provides for the

establishment of minimum insurance sums, control over the availability of insurance



coverage, obligations to inform relevant authorities and the possibility of limiting
liability for intentional acts.

In France the object of insurance includes both contractual and non-contractual
liability for damage caused by the actions or omissions of the policyholder or other
persons covered by the contract. The legislation provides for both voluntary and
compulsory civil liability insurance for certain categories of individuals and areas of
activity. It is established that in France, the insurer’s obligation to pay insurance
compensation arises upon a claim by a third party against the policyholder.

It is argued that adapting Ukraine’s national legislation to the standards of
European law in the field of civil liability insurance requires a comprehensive
approach, which includes harmonizing provisions on access to the insurance market,
licensing, organizational and financial requirements for insurers, establishing
transparent rules for evaluating insurers when obtaining a license, regulating
insurance sums and implementing mandatory professional liability insurance.
Altogether, these measures will contribute to the harmonization of Ukrainian
legislation with European standards.

It is noted that the current European Union legislation has established a
comprehensive legal framework for licensing, organizing the activities of insurance
companies, setting capital requirements and ensuring insurance protection for
vehicles and professional risks. The introduction of unified standards allows for a
balance between market safety in insurance services and the freedom to provide
them, creating a benchmark for the further development of Ukraine’s national
legislation and alignment with European standards in the field of civil liability.
