The dissertation examines an important scientific problem — it substantiates
the mechanism for managing the socio-cultural development of a territorial community
in the process of implementing humanitarian policy in the context of modern
challenges.

The dissertation substantiates that the process of managing the socio-cultural
development of a territorial community is a process of planning, organising,
coordinating and controlling measures aimed at protecting, promoting and developing
culture in the community. This covers a wide range of activities, from the protection
of cultural heritage to the support of local artists and cultural organisations. Effective
management of cultural development in communities helps strengthen local identity,
improve the quality of life of residents and increase tourist appeal.

The key elements of managing the socio-cultural development of communities
are identified as: preserving cultural heritage, supporting local artists, developing
cultural institutions, organising cultural events, promoting education in the field of
culture, promoting culture, cooperation between local authorities and civil society
organisations, inter-municipal cooperation between local communities in the field of
socio-cultural development, and attracting external resources to ensure the
development of the cultural sphere.

Trends and factors of socio-cultural development of the community in the
process of implementing humanitarian policy have been identified. It has been
determined that the socio-cultural development of the community is a complex and
multidimensional process that is shaped by various internal and external factors.

Understanding these trends and factors allows for the effective planning of measures



that promote the development of local communities, strengthening their identity,
activity and integration. One of the main factors influencing the socio-cultural
development of the community is demographic change, such as population ageing, a
decline in the number of young people or migration. The influx of new residents, both
from other regions of the country and from abroad, brings new cultural patterns that
influence the local community. It has been determined that advancing digitalisation is
changing the way community members communicate, work, learn and participate in
cultural life. Access to the Internet and information technologies enables the
development of new forms of social and cultural activity, such as online events,
educational platforms or digital archives of cultural heritage. It has been established
that the environmental awareness of residents, as well as actions in favour of
sustainable development, have an increasing impact on the formation of social and
cultural space. Organising environmental initiatives, such as tree planting or
environmental education, strengthens interpersonal relationships and promotes shared
values. Globalisation has been shown to influence community development by
expanding access to diverse cultural patterns and traditions from around the world.
Residents can enjoy new forms of art, music, cuisine or literature, which enriches their
experience and opens up opportunities for international cooperation.

Local community activity has been identified as a key factor in community
development. Resident initiatives, such as the organisation of cultural events, festivals
or educational projects, have a positive impact on social integration and the
strengthening of local identity. The activities of local institutions, such as cultural
centres, libraries, schools or non-governmental organisations, are fundamental to
socio-cultural development. Their programmes and services in the fields of education,
culture, sports and recreation contribute to increased activity among residents.
Infrastructure development, including the construction of cultural centres, sports
facilities and recreational parks, has a significant impact on the opportunities for
residents to realise their aspirations. The availability of such places contributes to the
establishment of interpersonal relationships and the strengthening of the local
community. Adequate funding for social and cultural development projects, from local,

national and international sources, enables ambitious initiatives to be implemented.



Investment in culture, education and the environment contributes to improving the
quality of life of residents.

A well-reasoned system of technologies that should be applied to ensure the
management of the social and cultural development of the territorial community: for
the protection of cultural heritage — inventory, protection and conservation of
monuments, objects and sites of historical, cultural and architectural value; for the
support of local artists — provision of grants, scholarships, organisation of exhibitions,
concerts, seminars and other forms of promotion of local creativity, for the
development of cultural institutions — support for the activities of theatres, museums,
libraries, cultural centres, art galleries and other institutions; for the organisation of
cultural events — planning and holding mass events, festivals, reviews, exhibitions,
competitions and other events of a social and cultural nature; for the introduction of
education in the field of culture — holding classes, seminars and educational
programmes for children, young people and adults; for the promotion of culture —
information and promotional activities aimed at community residents and tourists,
including the publication of materials, creation of websites, and maintenance of social
networks; for the activation of cooperation between local self-government bodies and
public organisations — support for associations, foundations, and other public
organisations operating in the field of culture; for the use of inter-municipal
cooperation of territorial communities in the field of socio-cultural development —
integration of local communities, creation of conditions for active participation of
residents in the cultural life of the community; for attracting external resources to
ensure the development of the cultural sphere — submission of applications for grants
and funds from regional, national and European programmes for the implementation
of cultural projects.

It has been established that the advantages of managing the socio-cultural
development of the community include strengthening local identity (culture is an
important element in forming a sense of belonging to a particular place); improving the
quality of life of residents (access to culture and the arts has a positive impact on well-
being and personal development); developing tourism (a community rich in cultural

heritage and cultural events, is more attractive to tourists); increased social activity



(culture involves residents in social and local life); increased economic potential
(cultural development can contribute to the development of local entrepreneurship,
such as crafts and tourism).

A system of measures for managing the cultural development of the
Skorykivska community in the Ternopil district of the Ternopil region has been
proposed: renovation of the historic church and organisation of concerts there;
establishment of local council scholarships for young artists; organisation of a folk
festival; art classes for children at the local cultural centre; publication of brochures
and guidebooks on local attractions; cooperation between local authorities and local
entrepreneurs to promote culture.

It is argued that effective management of the socio-cultural development of a
territorial community requires the involvement of many actors, including local
government bodies, cultural institutions, public organisations, local artists and
residents. It is emphasised that measures to ensure the socio-cultural development of
the community should be planned and implemented systematically, taking into account
the needs and expectations of the local community.

It is argued that one of the challenges facing the community is to preserve local
traditions and cultural heritage while opening up to modernity. This requires a
harmonious combination of measures to protect cultural identity with innovative
initiatives. An important aspect of development is the activation of various social
groups, including young people, the elderly and people with reduced mobility. Creating
programmes and initiatives tailored to their needs contributes to building an inclusive
society. Community development requires flexibility and the ability to adapt to the
dynamic changes in residents' needs. Monitoring these needs and taking them into
account in planned projects is key to success.

It has been proven that trends and factors in the socio-cultural development of
a community are interrelated, influencing its future and the quality of life of its
residents. Understanding these processes and involving local communities, institutions
and authorities in supporting them allows for the effective building of a diverse,
dynamic and open society that values its heritage while taking advantage of the

opportunities offered by the modern world.
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
